(A Historical Sketch.)

Is there a French theology? Is therc any such thing as a
national theology? Is it not better to consider theology as
essentially ecclesiastical, and in o great measure individual ?

We all agree that in the same country, and, indeed, in the
same church or school, theologians betray idiosynerasies, re-
sulting from their mental constitution. and special culture.
Still we may be permitted to note the characteristic tendency
of every people at different times, or in the whole conrse of
its history. It would not be erroneous to assert, for instance,
