\Vith thc exception of the rcrnarks on thc geology of the
Ottawa arca, containcd in the " Gcology of Canada-,," [863, but
littlc attention lias been paid, in any of tlic officiai publications
of the Geological Survey to, thc study of the rock formations in
the vicinity of this city. This lias been in large part due to the
fact that the work of the different members of the field staff lias
lin, for. the nîost part, iii districts more remnote. The local geo-
logy and pahtontoIogy have however been described in somte
detail by several mnembers of this Club, more especially by Dr.
Ami, -Mr. T. W. E. Sowter,i Mri. Walter R. Billings, and others,
who have contributeci papers fromi time to time in the Trans-
actions, so that w~e have a v'ery fair general knowledge of the
formations about our- city. There is howvever a large fid for
collectors at our very doors, and the object of this paper is more
particulariy to direct attention to the clistiibution of the severai
geological formations in our more immediate vicinity, as welI as
to, indicate somne points of struicture, in connection with cer-tain
fanits and folds, which, occur ini close proxiniity to Ottawa, as
weli as in the city itself. These have not hitherto, been
prominently refcrred to, but they have servcd to complicate
very corisiderably thc geologicai relations of the several forma-
tions of the Pakeozoic. series.
