«the visitors desired a service, hio immedi-
ately [offered himself, disdaining cither to
go to Crathio Iurk or to remain idle when
ho could benefit others. I will end by
asking » question or two. Is n Muusterm
attendarce upon the King or Queen regnant
oxpected or obliged to follow 1n the wake
of his royal mister or mastress everywlere,
even to a kirk or a mosque ? Must he bow
himself down in the house of Rimmon
wwhen his regal head doth? And cannot his
govercipn lord or lady pray without his as-
sistance.

Foreigners in Lnsland.

“Germany contributes thirty-two thou-
sand, or moro thanoue-tlurd ; France near-
1y eighteen thonsand, about one-fitth ; Po-
land about seven thousand; Italy, five
thousand ; Holland, eix thousand ; Norway,
four thousand ; Russia aud Belgium, abuut
two thousand fivo hundred ecach ; Demark,
Spain, and Austris, about fiticen Lundrud
onch; Swoden, nineteen hundred ; and
Portugel, Greeco, Turkey, and Hungary,
about four or five lundred each. Of the
whole number the proportivn of males to
females is almost two 10 one, there being
fifty-soven thousaund of the former, and
thaty-two thousaad of the latter. Iour-
fifths of the wholo foreign popu'ation arc
above twenty years of age, n atuking con-
trast to our home-Lorn populsticn, iu
which thie numbers under and above tlus
period of life are almost exactly cqual. The
oxplanation of this ancmaly probably s
that t! ¢y migrate to Englaud from othes
countries, leaving their wives and families
behind them, as thero is no reason to sup
pose thut there is a preponderance of bache-
lors among our visitors. The favorite re-
got of the mnjority of these people is, as
might have been expected, the great metro-
polis, where, if they so will it, they can
lose themselves among thie myriads, or, if
they have friends, can move ea=ly arange
to live near them. Thus we find of the
ninoty-thousand Eurcpeans no less than
fifty-one thousand are within the Loundon
radins ; the south-casteru countics take six
thousand ; the south-midlanl, two thon-
sand ; the eastern only oune thousand ; the
south-western, two thousind; the west-
midland, three thounand ;the wverth-mid-
land, seventeen nndred ;the north-western,
ton thousand ; Yorksire, fuur thousand ; the
northern counties, five thrurand ; and
Wales, eightoen hnndred. The necupa-
tions of the foreigners are clagsified \mSpr
the samo heads ag thnee of tho ordinary
population ; and we find, as might have
heoon expected, that they take comparative-
little parfin tho agri-ultural work of the
country. their main ronrces of cmployment
being eithar merenntilo, adnentionnd, or lit
orary, for theppar elnsens, and the vari-
ous forms of serwvice for the lower
Leisure Hour.

How Kelper Arrived at First Law.

He onlonlated the place it ought to oc-
cupy according to the theory of its revol-
ving in o civenlar orbit, and soon found that
the place it really occupied in the sky dif-
fored materally from that assignad to it.
This theory was thus at once shown to bo
incorrect, nnd ho had therefore to form a
fresh one by the combination of soven cir-
cular movements; and again he diligently
calenlated its position, Lill, just as he seemed
to be on 'tle verge of success, the planct
once more wandered away from the path
which he had assigned to it; and once
more he had to commence his observa-
tions from the beginning, In this way he
continued to try ono hypothesis after
anvther, submitting oach te the test of most
careful obaexvation, till at length no fewer
than nincteen different theories had been
propossd, and the uovements of the
planets compared with those which were
caleulated by these thiooriea; and yei the
truo solution of the problem was stl' un-
found. s perserverance, however, nover
failed, and he toiled on, though eight long
yenrs had been occupied in the task. One
important negative result he had, however,
artived at, andd tlus was that, whatever
was the naturg of the curve of the planets
deseribed, it was not o cirele nora com-
bnation of circleg. This was one goat stop
toward tho solution of the task. Thom the
vory earliest ages it had been assumed that
as the circle seomed the perfection of form,
all the hoavenly bodies must move in aircles;
but Kepler now cast off this trammel, and
then apphied lnmself afresh to ins task. In
looking at the greatness of Ins work wo
must remeinber that the difficulty is much
mer ased by the tact that our stations of
obgervation is 1teelf 1n raprd motion. Could
wo viow the planets from tho sun, wo
should easily see their courso; but as we
cannot do tlns, allowance has to bo mado n
overy caleulation for the movement of our
standpomt, and thus motion was not then
cieutly understood. Hawvirg discarded the
theory ot motion 1n cucles, Kepler now pro-
creded to tiy other othor foams, testing
them as betore, and the first that occured
tv Inm was the elhpse. Ihe same senes
of calculations was accord:ngly gouno
through agam, and this tuue the mouou
of the planet was found to agies with that
assigned tot by the theury. The giuat
problem of the heaveus was now soived,
and the joy with winch Kepler énunciated
thie first of the iaws wiuch bears lus name
can scarcely bo wmagined. This law may
bo stated as foltows: The planets revuive
aronnd the sun 1n elliptical orbits, thie sun
being situated 1n one of the fuci—Cassels
Popular Lducator.

The wise
Italian  Massimo d'Azeglio, the story of
whose beautiful life renews faith and hopo
for Italy, emd, most truly, * Nothing can
excuse assassination, becauss it isan act of
treachory in osecution of a sontonce pro-
nounced without trin! by an incompetent
tribunal,”

But not only does .* furnish an  example
whioh would Tegitimute 1mwider upon the
plea of honest intentien, but it dofeats its
own purpese by aligmatizing the causo for
which the act is done. The bigot Phulip of
Spain sot a prico upon the head of William
of Orange, that ig, he offered o reward for
Liis nssassination. But when William foll
under the pistol of Gerard lusblood stained
Philip's Church, and all tho perfumes of
Araby could not sweoten the spot, por all
the hioly water in the world wash it away,
To the reasons which already inepired and
satisfied every foe of the Chureh in his hos-
tility was now added another which made
that Church more hideous and damuable to
him than before. And so, since Kallmann
tried to assassinato Busmarck in the inter.
est of his Cunurch, the doom of that Chureh
1 Germany 1s surer. Many & man who
has thought the Chancellor of the Impire
tco summary and stern will now think that
he understood the enemy betier than thuse
who censured lnm as hareh, and will, fell
that Romo is the foe of Germany. The
mensurcs of represston will not only bo-
como soverer, but they will bo felt to be
indispensable ; and every priestand congre-
gation upon whom the hand of the Govern-
ment falls more heavily may truly say to
Kul'lmsum, “It 15 you who have smitten
us.’
