Prohibited Imports

There are a number of products that are not permitted to be imported
into Canada. These are listed in schedule "C" to the Customs Tariff.
(Annex 7 lists some of these prohibited imports.)

Copies of Schedule C of the Customs Tariff can be obtained from
the Tariff Programs Division of Revenue Canada (Customs and
Excise). (See Annex 2 for address.)

Additional Requirements

There are a number of other acts and regulations of the federal
government that apply to goods imported into and sold in Canada and
that are administered by Revenue Canada (Customs and Excise) on
behalf of various other government departments.

Full information on the requirements relating to the import of a
specific product into Canada can be obtained by Commonwealth
Caribbean exporters from the Tariff Programs Division of Revenue
Canada (Customs and Excise).
