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Artill

1. The General Assenmbly m.y consider the general principles of cooperation
i the mainten~ance of international peace and security, inchudjng the principIes

governing disarmamient and the regulation of armaments ,and may make recom-
mendations with regard to such principles to the Memhers or to the Security
Couneil or to both.

2. The General Assembly xnay diseuss any questions relating to the main-
tenance of international peace and security brought zbefore it by any Member
of the United Nations, or hy the Security Couneil, or by a etate which is flot a
Member of the United Nations in accordaice wîth Article 35, paragraph 2, and,
e.ccept as provided in Article 12, may make recommendations wvith regard to
any sucli questions to the state or states concerned or to, the Security Council
or to bojth. Aniy such question on whieh action is neeffary ejiali. be referred
tô the Security ÇCouiiil by the (General Assemily either bef ore or dter discussion.

3. The General Aisly may eall the attention of the Secuirity Couneil to
situations which are likely to, endanger international peace and security.

4. The powers of the General 1Âs8emibly set forth in this Article shadi not
imit the general scope of Article 10.

Article 12

1. While the Security Council is. exercising in respect of any dispute or
situationthe funetions assigned to it in the psefrf Ch~arter, th ee
AssembIy~ shlld iot make -any rcmenatict wit1h regard to tat dispute o
situation unless the Secuity Cotincil so requess.

2. The Secretary-General, witjx the consent of the Security Council, shal
notify' the -<Iene&al Assembly at each se8eioxi of any matters relative t the~
maintenance of international peace and secui'ity which ara belng tksit ith b
the Security Council and shall similarly notif y the General Assembly, or the
Members of the United Nations if the GeneraI Assembly is not in session~,
