Mr. POULIOT: I hold ini my band the
:standing orders of the House of Commons,
-coming foeom the table of the Clerk of the
~House. Chapter IV relates to questîions.
Standing order 44, paragraph one rmade as
follows:

Questions xnay be placed on the order paper
seeking information from the ministers of the
urTown relating to public affaira; and from
other members relating to any bill, motion, or
other public inatter connected with the business
of the bouse, in which such members may be
concerned; but in putting any such question.or
in replying to the samne no argument or opinion
is to be offered, nor any facto stated excel>t
so f ar as mnay be necessary to explain ie samne.

Therefore, sir, the right hon, gentleman, in
accordance with the rules of the bouse, which
I respect, which I have always respected and
which I want to be respected in this house,
bas no right to etate any facts except ini
answer to my question nor to express any
opinion of any kind. He bas ot.her opportuni-
ties, when we go into suply, or on the orders
of the day, to express bis views; but, sir, as
the guardian of the rules of the bouse, as the
only member of the Huse of Commons who
bas any precedence over the other members
while in the bouse, I ask you, sir, to give
me £air play. The Prime Minister Dow is
no more than the hon. member for West
Calgary, and I arn the member for Ternis-
couata. I ask for your decision, and I expect
to receive a deoision i ahI fairnesa, because
aIl members are on the sarne footing in the
House of Commons.

.Mr. BENNETT: Mr. Speaker, I was about
to suggest that these questions are not. in
order, and to indicate that tbey rnight
properly be and sbould be stricken off the fiat
by the Speaker. In doing so I was about to
make certain observations as to bringing into
discredit this parliament or this country or
the Postmaster General among foreign coun-
tries.
