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I do hope that, in giving up the position
which hie 'has held with such distinction, my
hion. friend will flnd in the relief fromn the
heavy burdens of that office an opportunity to
gain foul restoration of his health and that hae
will be spared many years to enjoy some of
the rewards of the service which hae has given
to this parliament and our country.

In the naine of parliament and of the coun-
try I taka great pleasure in saying to my hion.
friand that I think hae has marited the thanks
of both.

Mr. M. J. COLDWELL (Rýosetown-Biggar):
Thera are a few rare occasions in -this bouse
when the measure of a man can ha taken
and when tribtite can be paid 'to a person
apart altogethar fromn the views wb-ich hae
mnay bold. 'l arn glad, tharafore, this af.tar-
n-oon that the Prime Minister (Mr. Mackenzie
King) bas paid tribute -to tha bion. member
for York-Su-nbury (M.r. Hanson). We have
disagread sharply in principle and -on poliay
fromn time to time, but I tbink tha bion. mem-
ber for York-Sunbury has won the respect of
ail membars of the housa regardiass of our
political opinions and other affiliations.

The Prime Ministar has eulogizad bis faith-
fulness to duty, which hae has peqformed so
well, and I arn not geing ito enter i.nto any
details of tha-t description. Ail I wish to say
to the bo-n. mamber is this, that we join in
wishi-ng bim many years of life in which hae
may look back upon this occasion, which I
think must be to him a source of real personal
gratification.

The leadership of tha opposition is a very
important position in our British and Cana-
dian parliamaentary institutions. Upon the
shoulders of the laade'r of the opposition
thara devolves a rasponsibility whiab is par-
haps excaadad only by that of the Prime
Minister himsalf, and I arn quite sure we ail
feel that the bion. membar for Yýork-Sunbury
has fulfilad that high office ably and wall.

The bion. membar bas
hean bere for the saine length of time as I
hava been myseif, and during the seven years
we bave grown to know bim, we bave grown
to, like bim. AIthough I disag-rae sbarply
witb the point of viaw of the Conservatîva
party, nevertbaless I appreciate the faot that
to.-day the party itself bias ebosan, to lead
it in this bouse, a young man who bas a
great deal of cbarin of manner and wbo bas
always sbown to ail of us a keen sense of
fair play. I wish bim a long tenure of bis
office.

Mr. J. H. BLACKMORE (Lethbridge): Mr-
Speaker, if there is one tbing in this country
wbich wa can very well afford to get along
without from this time forward it is playing
politias. I have heen favourabiy impressed,
since the bion. member for York-Sunbury (Mr.
Hanson) assumed tbe responsibility of leader
of the opposition, witb the dagrea to which it
saams to me hae was free fromn ultarior political
motive in the tbings hae said. 1 dasire to cen-
gratulate him upon that fact. Many times he
was fran-k and sincere in bis expressions te the
point at wbicb, perbaps, from a political point
of view, bie may hava been descrihed as indis-
creat; bot anytbing whicb hae migbt bave lest
through any apparent indiscretion as a resuit
of franknass was more than made up, I think,
by the respect whicb -was engendered, at least
s0 far as I was concerned, by bis frankness,
bis sinaerity, and bis sense of bonour in carry-
ing out bis duties in this bouse. Everytbing
else that I sbould like to say in this regard
bas alraady been said, and I therafore simply
associate myself witb those wbe have already
spoken.

May I also congratulate the member fer
Peel (Mr. Graydon) upon the assumption of
duties wbicb hae will find anything but pleasant
as the days go by. I have no dou'bt hae is
public spiritad enough to exert bimself te the
very limit in the disabarge of bis respensi-
bilities. I d'ouht that in the wbole history of
the Anglo-Saxon race thare bas aver heen a
tirne wban wa needad more than we do to-day
men of vision, men of open mind and men of
bonour, men wbo are -capable of laarning new
things and learning fromn the old wbere that
is found necessary. I wisb te congratulate the
hion. member upon the degrea to whidh I
helieve hae possesses tbe qualifications which
ara necessary te enable him te corne under
the classification wbicb I bave indicated. I
may say, as 1 remarked te him this afternoon
wben I congratulated hîm parsenally, I shahl
ha listening most attentively te ail that hae
says.
