INDIAN AFFAIRS AND NORTHERN DEVELOP-

MENT-POSITIONS E-XEMPTED FROM
P.S.E.A.

Question No. 1,753-Mr. Barnei:
1. What are the descriptive particulars of each

of the twenty-five positions in the Department of
Indian Affairs and Northern Development which,
by P.C. 1970-120, dated Jenuary 21, 1970, are ex-
cluded from the operation of section 10 of the
Publie Service Employment Act and to wbich the
Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern Develop-
ment may make appointments during the period
January 21, 1970 to March 31, 1971?

2. For what reasons has the Public Service Com-
mission declded that it Is not; practicable nor in
the best fiterçts of the Public Service to apply
section 10 of the Public Service Employment Act,
as stated ia the preamble of P.C. 1970-120?

Mr. Yves Forest (Parliamentary Secrelary
Ia Presideni of the Privy Council): I amn in-
formed by the Departmnent of Indian Affairs
and Northern Development and by the Public
Service Commission as foilows: 1. Ail 25
positions which, by P.C. 1970-120, are ex-
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cluded. from the operation of Section 10 of
the Public Service Employment Act are train-
ing positions to which only Indians and Eski-
mos may be appointed. It is expected that the
positions to which. the 25 Indians and Eskimos
are being appointed will provide an opportu-
nity for thern to learn the administrative skills
required to operate eff ectively at middle
management positions within the Department
and in provincial and Band administrations.
By March 31, 1971 the 25 employees selected
will move into fuil-time positions within the
Department or in Band administration. The
25 positions are being filled by competition
among Indians and Eskimos and the Public
Service Commission Selection Standards ap-
ply in ail cases. The salary levels are within
the range $6,294-$10,162 depending upon the
person and his qualifications.

2. The Public Service Commission is in full
sympathy with the Government's objective
of providing developmental experience to en-
able Indians and Eskimos to assume mana-
gerial responsibilities in the Department that
has primary responsibiity for native peoples,
and the exclusion was made to faciltate this
objective.
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
