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analysis of this problem and has he established priorities
for the allocation of boxcars to these points?

Mr. Lang: Mr. Speaker, I did bring to the attention of
the Canadian Wheat Board the suggestion I had received
from a number of places that there was an imbalance in
the way the cars were being spotted. They are giving
serious consideration to that matter, but prior considera-
tion has to be given to making the very best use of
equipment at this particular point in time, and the equity
for ail that will come through equal delivery opportunities
will be a matter for adjustment later.

So I can assure
the hon. member that we still have a f ew things in reserve
and that he should keep his bets on me.

Mr. Starifield: Mr. Speaker, bef ore making any decision
with regard to bets, would the Secretary of State for
External Affairs indicate the respective reaches and
weights of himself and the Secretary of State?
