REMOVAL OF WOOD CARVINGS FROM OFFICE OF LEADER OF
THE OPPOSITION

Hon. Erik Nielsen (Leader of the Opposition): Madam
Speaker, I wish to ask the Minister of Public Works whether
he can shed any light on an unauthorized intrusion into the
Office of the Leader of the Opposition in this building-my
office lately-apparently by members of his Department.
