CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARiO.

Unfavorable wcather during the last
few days of October niteifered with ont-
side building work, and caused a diminu-
tion in the consuiption of lunmber in
country districts. In catses the require-
ment is largely for finishing materi.t, as
most buildings are now nearmng comple-
tion. It is worthy of note, however, as
showing a degree of prosperity, that even
at this late season of the year, new
buildings, mncludtng factornes, warehouscs,
dwclines, etc., are bemg commenced i
Toronto and other cilles. This in a laige
measure accounts for the ncre.sel local
demand for lumber hliat has been ex-
perenced this ill. Aioiher factor is ithe
increased activity of our industri-il es.
tabbshments, many of which use more
or less lumber in ieir operations. The
itimber trade of the past week bas de.
veloped no new features. Some export
trade is dong in pne, pine and cedar
shngles are seling iberally at good
prces, and hardwoods are becomng
scarcer as the scason idvances, elm and
ash receivmng more attention titan tie
other noods. These are beng pctti..tsed
for expori, whxie at the sanie lune they
are wanted for local ndustuies. 1t is not
surpribing, therefore, thnat the tendency of
pr:ces Is to advance.

QU'EigRr AND NHw it'NSWIrK.

A fcw lumber laden vessels are yet to
leave the SI. Lawent.e this fait, but the
season %suli be p)ratti.ally o0cr in anotier
wcek. The Quebec market is by no
imeans firm, and il is qfuite possible that a
smaller cut of logs titan ustal will be made
this winter. Prices have no inmpioved,

and stocks of inch lutber and three-inch
deals, cut for the European market, are
heavy. In some locaities a very good
trade is doing in cedar shingles, while of
the iardnoods ashti and bassvorod are lead-
ing. It is yet ton early to speak of the
export trade of 1899, althougli il is re-
porîed that some vessels have been chart-
ered for first open water sailing a' 43S.
od. to England, fromî3 Montreal, Saguenay
and St. Thomas. The outlook in New
Brunswick ar.d Nova Scotia, although not
ail that could be desired, seenis to be im-
provmng. Stocks of imber have passed
out of tmanufactuseis' hands better than
vas anticipated earier in the season, and
with a restticted log inmput this wmiter,
which operators have apparently decided
upon, there is reason to expect thiat the
market wil fully recover uîself by next
sprng. The experience of the past year
has served as a lesson to manufacturers
and exporters alhke, and it is hoped that
a tepetition of the heavy export, and con-
sequent depression of business, will not
occur again for many years t come.
No shipments of any account are now
being made either to Great Britain or
the United States.

U NITID STATIS.

There is a moderate movement of pine
towards the Easiern States, iut freight
rates front DuIluth and Stperior aie now
so high that arrangements are being made
for storing the lumber purchased until
next spring. 'ie inter stocksat Buffalo
and Tonawanda will not be heavy, and
will be weil nmoved off before the winter is
gone. At Albany there are smaller stocks
than ustial, and more activity in trade is
reported, the chief requirement of nearly
all the eastern markets beng bo\ grades.
No improvement in the sprure trade can
be recorded. The reports relhtive Io the
hardwood trade confirnm what has already
been said, ilmat storks are exceplîonally
lght, and those who have any supply of
elm, asi and mapile are reahizng good
prices. Firmness also characternzes the
shingle market, the holdings of wholesale
dealers ueing almost nominal

FORIGON.

Railway work in China is creating a
heavy demand for lumber and timber, to
lie advantage of Canadian mil owneis.
Some large shipments have been made
from the l'acifir coast, and o'ier rontîicts
have, il is learned, bcen placed China
and Japan are growing markets, worthy
of the attention of Canadian exporters.

Reports from the imiparting centres of
Great Britan tell of a shairp faliang (off in
imports and a disposition nf lhe 11m'trket
to strenglmen. On the Bristol ciannel
and in Ireland snrure is movîng qîmte
frecly, and nii stotiks nonse ton hieasy im
hliese districts, iigier prres are looked

for. St. John deals are quoted il 65-. io
67s. 6i. pier standard c.i.f. The higlh
fregit rates lhave in>piovcd tihe position
(if holders of stotk, ts sanme thaiters
made for th.s fail sudl1 be .,arried oser
until next sprng. The optnion is ad.
