One thing at least is evident. Every
charge made by Toronto Wor.d,
for 'the Investigation of which the
royal commission was\ appointed, has
been fully proved, and every abuse (ex-
cept political contributions) found to
exist in the United States is found by
the commissioners . to- also exist in
Canada. Unfortunately the pbysicians
who diagnose the disease a unable
t0 suggest a remedy. They pronounce
against state insurance and profess to
find but slight promise  of relief from
any possible ‘action by the govern-
ment. A draft bill is presented, but it
does not promise- any radical legisla-
tion.
