‘A Pretty Toronto Girl, Nurse at the Jewish Hospital in Cincinnati, Dies From
Morphine, and an Inquest is Ordered.

from morphia poisoning. All was done
to save the life of the unfortunate girl
but without avail, the patient expiring
a. half hour later.

Miss Mitchell was 20 years old and
her home was at No. 23 St. Vincent-
street,” Toronto, Canada. She came to
this city a year and four months ago
and secnred employment at once in the
drug department at the Jewish Hospital,

Abqut three months ago Miss Mitchell
was given leave of absence to visit aer
aunt, Mrs. Innes, in Toronto,

While at Niagara Falls she made the
| acquaintance of a lawyer named Slater,
with whom she eloped, and who desert-
led her in a railway station a few days
later. She then returned to this city.

A search of the bed was made after
life had been pronounced extinct and a
large mumber of morphia tablets were

found under her pillow.

The coroner was notified and will hold
an inquest.

Despondency over the affair with
Slater is supposed to have prompted the
deed.

BLOOD HAS

BEEN SHED

First Serious Trouble Connected
With the Mining Strike. :

SHERIFF'S OFFIGERS

MET THE STRIKERS

And a Scuffle Ensued in Which a Striker Was
' Seriously Cut. i

Pittsburg, Aug. 13. — The striking
miners started to march to the Plum
Creek mines . of the New York and
Cleveland Gas Coal Company about 5
o'clock this morning. They were met
on the road by Sheriff Lowry and his
deputies, who ordered them to go no
further. Uriah Bellingham, the leader
of the marchers, tried to push his way
past the deputies. A scuffle ensued in
which Jacob Mott, a member of the
band, was cut seriously over the eye
by ome of the deputies, causing the first
bloodshed of the strike.

The luns Gave Treuble.

About 2 o’clock this morning some of
the deputies doing duty at the Plum
Creek mines were called from Centre

School to disperse a crowd of Hungar-
ians, Mary Haas went to the camp
and aroused 75 of the Hungarians to
the point of accompanying her to the
company houses to do missionary - work.

The motley crowd got a good start
before' news of the movement was con-
veyed to the De Armitt stables, whence

the warning was sent to the deputies.

After much chasing the deputies man-

aged to catch up with the crowd and

dispersed them. 5
Sixty-Nine Cents or ““Bust.

During the morning about 40 women
appeared on the road leading to Plum
Creek. The party was headed by the
strikers’ queen, Kmma Haas, wearing
a wreath of daisies and carrying-a flag.
A number of banners” Were displayed
bearing striking * inscriptions,  ameng
which were: “We are nut for women's
rights, Sixty-nine _cents or bust.”
“United we stand, divided ‘we fall. 1It's
bread and buttéer we want.” A

The deputies received many taunts and
jeers, but the marching women were
finally persuaded to return to their homes
without any serious trouble occurring.

Fresident Dolan Moves.

As soon as the report of the trouble
at Plum Creek reached the miners’ head-
quarters this morning, President Dolan
left for Plum Creek to investigate the
cause. He will bring Mott to-this city
and have an informpntion for assault
made against Stewart, the deputy who
it is alleged struck Mott with the horn.
Dolan said he was still determined in
his decision to maintain the camps, but
will counsel the men to keep the peace.

Superintendent De Armitt of -the Oak
Hill mine No. 4 will make another

etermined effort to operate lis
mine, with a largely inereased
number of diggers. Instead of import-
ing men the miners now idle through
sympathy with the  strike are to Dbe
rounded=mp with a view oi getiing them
to work. Deputies will be placed on
guard at the homes of the miners willing
to work, but unwilling to run the gaunt-
let of the strikers.

Miners Afrald to Go to Work.
Benjamin Tarr, the master mechanic
at the mines, said to-day that most of
the miners wege afraid to go to work.
“They are fctually afraid to go to the

|pit or else they would be there now,”’

said he. “Yesterday we found a white-
cap notice tacked on the door of one
of the miner’'s houses warning him of
the consequences if he ‘dared to go to
work before the strike is ended. 1 turn-
ed the warning over to Supt, De Arm-
itf.”

Only this morning several miners we:ze

stopped and threatened at Newton and
told what was going to happen in case
they went into the mine. 'I'he strikers
deny that any whitecap notice had been
posted or that the men had been threat-
ened.
Nineteen Italian miners, residing near
the bridge at Newton, went to. work at
Od%k Hill this morning. They promised
tc work every day if given protection,
Orders were issued to the Deputy Sher-
iffs to keep a posse constantly guarding
the houses night and day. The posse
will go on during this evening. Other
miners’ houses will be guarded in the
same way.

Laughlin Men on the March,

THE BERLIN SAENGERFEST.

Mouument to Willlam tie First Unvelled—
Hamilton Germnanias Carried
Off First Honors.

Berlin, Ont., Aug. .13.—At the con-
cert, held in the rink last night, the
Hamilton Germania singers took first
honors.

The second day of the saengerfest op-
ened up very. fine, and continued so
during fhe day. The forenoon was ce-
cupied in secing the town.

At 1.30/pan. a procession was. formed
at the h}arﬁet Square, headed by the
Waterloo and T'wenty-ninth Battalion
band, Tollowed by the various German :
societies, who marched to Victorla Fark,
where the intereating: ceremony ,of un-
veiling the statue of William I. of
Prussia, took plate. On the platform
were to be seen, Mayor Breithaupt,
Reeve Rumpel, L. J. Breithaupt and
other prominent residents of the town.
It was expected that Dr. Lentz of Mon-
treal, German Consul to Canada, would
perform the cenimony of unveiling, but
owing to an_ accident the-duty devolved
upon Mr. Nordheéimer of Toronto. 'T'he
band struck up “God Save the Queen,”:
which was followed by a hymn for the
“Fatherland.” Mr. John Motz in a few
remarks praised the land of their adop-:
tion, apd their love of our Sovereign,
Queen Victoria. §

Mr. Nordheimer was then introduced,
making a ve appropriate address,
wherein he said that the Germans were
known throughout the Dominlon as be-
ing loyal and patriotic citizens, and there
should be no doubt as to their motive
in_erccting the monument, which, he
said, is in memoty of the peace estab-.
lished in 1871, which was dear to every
man with German blood in his veins.
He then touched the button, when the
drapery fell and exposed the monument .
to full view, This was the signal tor
loud and prolonged cheering.

Mayor Breithaupt accepted the gify
from the society for the town in a neat
speech. He ‘said: “We Germans are
proud of the Tatherland, but we are
first, last, and always Canzdians.”

After the unveiling a pienic was held
in the schuetzenvere in the park. The
bust was made in Berlin, Germany, and
is of.copper, made by ar{Aﬁcers by fmnd.
The memorial stands on a choice site,
and is 14 feet high. The pedestal is
of Quebee granite and the die is of pol-
ished granite. Its four sides contaln,
on the face the inseription, Wilhelm I.;
on either side a_medallion of Bismarck,
and Moltke, and on the back the in-
scription “Ereeted by the Germans of
Canada in  eommemoration of - the
Freidensfest.” .
