the session began.

Each one of the eight clubs cowmprising
the league was represented, and some of

themn had as many as four delegates, but
uone of them had more than oue vote on
any question brougnt up. After the reg-
ular routine business of adopting the min
utes of the previous meeting, a report of
the committee which conterred with the
Western League and which had beeu pub-
lighed early in the year was approved,

The schedule prepared by Pres dent Jow-
ers was adopted unanimously. On motion
of James Franklin of Buffalo the follow-
ing was added to the bylaws and cousti-
tution:

“That this league ratifies the action rak-
en by the National League in regard to
rowdy ball players, and that the Pres'dent
Is empowered to appoint a Board of Dis-
cipline, consisting of three members, to
pass upon all complaints. ™

Among the names suggested from  which
President Powers may choose the BDoard
were: Joseph Mugridge of Duffalo, P, 8.
Ryder of Syracuse, L. T, Fassett of Al-
bany, R. Comstock of Providence,
Charles W. Hagen of Montreal, J. Walter
Curry of Toronto and Mayor Henry Dick-
inson of Springfield.

Willilam A. Brady was added fo the Com~
mittee on transportation, which formerly
was composed of Messrs, Franklin, Bogart
and Powers. Messrs. Franklin, Brady and
Powers were also appointed a committee
to make contracts with telegraph compa-
nies for the use of wires at the different
grounds under the league control

It was unanimously agreed that the Boara
of Directors meet annually on the first
\tZ;‘t‘i:esday of September to decide all pro-

Another motion adopted was' that all
clubsm desiring to transfer or rearrange a
fame could only do so by the consent of

he President or of a three-fourths vote of
the league. 1

Section 52 was amended so that a visit-
ing club shall receive $30 from the home
club In case of rain, and that the visitors
shall still be entitled to the guarantee of
$100, or 40 per cent. of the gate receipts
when the game is played.

A dispute which arose over Second Base-
man O’Brien, who played in the carly part
of last season for Washington and fimished
with Providence, having arisen  between
Syracuse and Providence, the former claim-
ing: the right to sign O’'Brien, was placed
for solution in the President’'s hands. Mr.
Powers ,will ask the representatives of
Providence and Syracuse to submit evl-
‘dence to him, and he will decide on a mail
vote, which he will request the Board of
Directors to make, .
