It shall be the duty of owner, agent,
lesgee or occupant of any theatre or
place of public amusement with ac-
cominodations for more than 500 per~
| Sons, to employ one or more competent
| men to be approved by the fire mar-
shal, to be on duty at the levers in
sald theatre or place of amusement
during the whole time it is open to the
public, and ‘who shall be subject to the
order of the fire mayshal, and shall be
in full uniform and operate said appa-
ratus before and after each perform-~
ance, so as to famillarize the public
where sald exits are focated, and to
agcertain whether the apparatus js efii~
cient and in ready wo king order. For
violation of the foregoing a heavy fine
is provided, together with the closing
of the offending theatre.
