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ments, with but one or two exceptions, and that his visit-
ing from house to house—though not so regular and
efficient as he could have desired—has been as frequent
as the state of his health and other matters would permit ;
nor is he without encouragement in the fact that, not-
withstanding adverse circnmstances, his congregations at
both churches have latterly rather increased than dimin-
ished ; and he rejoices to hope that there is somewhat less
of division and more of the spirit essential to Christian
unity amongst his people than in former years. It is with
some satisfaction, also, that he calls attention to the fact
that each year of his incumbency of this mission the col-
lections for the D, C. 8.—though far, he confesses, from
yet indicating a sufficient appreciation of the cause in aid
of which they are made—have steadily increased.
