CASTRO
FROM

CARRIED BY POLICE

HIS BED TO A SHIP

Former Ruler of Venezuela is
Ignominiously Expeiled From
Martinique:

Fort De France, April 10—Cipriano Cas-
tro, expresident of Venezuela, was tonight
ignominiously expelled from the island of
Martinique by the French government. He
protested to the last against his expulsion,
but his protests were in vain. He is now
on board the French line steamship Ver-
sailles bound for 8. Nazaire,

Official notice was served on Castro this
morning of the decision of the French gov-
ernment that he must leave the .island
‘within nine hours from the receipt of such
notice and that the commissary of police at
Fort de France had been charged with the
cxecution of the order. The ex-president
was furious with indignation and strove
throughout the day to find some excuse
that would be satisfactory to the colonial
government whereby he would not be com-
pelled to obey the order.

To this end late this afternoon he sum-
moned a lawyer and physician to certify
that he was unable to leave the country.

The governor of Martinique and the pub-
lic prosecutor, however, refused an exten-
sion of time and about 5 o'clock the com-
missary of police, accompanied by a large
force of gendarmes proceeded to the hotel
where Castro was stopping for the purpose
of removing him, forcibly if necessary, to
the steamer.

The affair created a great sensation and
long before the police made their appear-
ance at the hotel crowds had gathered
which later were joined by the consuls
representing the various foreign powers,
who showed great interest in the expulsion
of what one of them termed *the com-
mon enemy of peace.” »

Castro, who during his few days at Fort
de France has had very little to do with
anybody, locked himself- in his room, in
‘eompany with his brother Carmelo and his
secretary, and for a time refused to reply
to the summons of the police official. The
police hesitated to break in the door and
finally decided to submit the matter again
to Governor Foureau. The governor abso-
lutely refused to 'sanction any delay and
ordered that Castro be removed at once
by force of arms. He also gave orders that
the Versailles remain in port until Castro
could be put aboard.

M became necessary for the police and
gendarmes to take rigid measures to hold
in check the crowds that had by this time
became riotous outside the hotel.

The ex-president railed against the
French government and the local authori-
ties, denouncing them for forcing upon him
the alternative of deportation or imprison-
ment for six months. He declared that
he would not budge and that it would be
necessary to take him on board the steamer
on a stretcher. This the commissary of
police, who finally entered Castro’s room
with an escort of gendarmeg. prepared fo
do, but Castro’s lawyer took steps to find
the chief justice and at the very last mo-
ment the governor and public prosecutor
decided to haye another medical examma-
tion made.

Accordingly, a medical commission, cofh-
posed of Drs. Bouvier, Costet and Barbe,
proceeded with the examination in order
to establish if Castro’s health was stich that
he could make the voyage.
