The creation of a retirement fund and
the pensioning of superannuated employes
of the government is to be recommended
to congress by President Taft in his first
annual message, according to the predic
tion of several members of the cabinet
who have given the subject considerable
study and who will urge that course in
their annual reports. As a member of
President Roosevelt’s.cabinet, Mr. Taft ad-
vises the presidert, that this government
would be obliged §p come to that system |
in the near future, and he has expressed
the hope, recentlg,-,.,that some feasible sys-
tem of retiring aged clerks would be de-
vised. At the beginning of his administra-
tion President Taft told his cabinet offic-
ers that he would furnish them with such |
snbordinates as they desired, and would |
Jook to them for°tesults. The investiga-
tions of these cabinet officials have re-
vealed the presence of great numbers of
incompetents whose ridiculously ~ small
amount of work adds’ greatly to the ex-
pense of conducting the’federal business:
These incompetents can be divided into
two classes; young clerks who lack energy
and ambition, and a large number of
clerks of too advanced age to make it pos-
sible for them to d¢o anything approaching
a full’ day’s work. { It will beeasy ienotgh
to drép the first class'from the ‘serviee; bt
to drop those who, after years of faithful
service, have grown old in the service, i8
a task which few cabinet officers are will-
ing to perform. The treasury affords a
striking example of the condition which
prevails in the government departments.
One official of the department has estim-
ated that there are more than one hun-
dred employes who have left their nine-
tieth birthday behind them. It is 1pain-
tained, - therefore that merely in the inter-
est of economy it will pay the government
to create a civil pension list. The only
alternative is to dismiss the superannuat-
ed employes, and that neither the presi-
dent nor his cabinet will consider for a
moment. The argument is presented that
all other great mations pension their civil
employes. No decision has been reached
by the administration as to the system to
be adopted, but it is believed that a sma)l‘
percentage of the compensation of all em-j
ployes could be set aside to create a re-
tirement fund, which ultimately and pos-
sibly in twenty years, would be sufficient
to pay all pensions.
