Halifax, N. S., August 5—(Special) — 

Judge Finlayson gave the following de­
cision this morning in a test case as 
against Angus YouSg by the Dominion 
Coal Company, as towhether the company 
can evict striking miners from their homes 
without giving them statutory notice.

“This application.) is opposed on two 
principal grounds—First, that the tenant 
being illiterate, was; not aware that he 
was signing a lease with conditions, the 
document was not read to him, and that 
therefore these conditions are not bind­
ing on him, and seàaudly that the land­
lord, by accepting rtnt after the alleged 
breach of conditions under which he 
claims the right of eètry, waived the for­
feiture so created by such acceptance of 
rent. '

I have been asked to decide this second 
question on the ground that it might set­
tle many of the other cases, one way or 
the other. ?’■'

I hawe, however, concluded that as a 
decision of this question is not necessary 
for the determination of the caee under 
review, and as other questions may arise 
in the other cases which might render 
a determination of this question, which I 
consider rather difficult, unnecessary i 
have decided to leave it alone, 
am forced to meet in it squarely. The 
tenant swears positively that when he 
made hit mark to what purports 
to be the lease under which he 
holds, he understood it Vas an agreement 
to pay rent monthly for the house, as­
signed him by the landlord.”

“He acknowledgedges that be wae satis­
fied with the conditions which he under­
stood to be the payment of 2.50 per month 
and nothing more. The lease, he says, was" 
not read to him before signing, nor was 
any of its conditions explained to him. 
I am fully aware that in ordinary cases 
it is the duty of thfc person signing a docu­
ment to make himself aware of its con­
tents, and this is true, whether he is 
literate or illiterate. In this case, how­
ever, I do not tiù|k the tenant should 
be bound.

“There was nothing in the document 
signed to indicate that it was a formal 
lease, nothing to put the ordinary man 
on his enquiry, that it was anything more 
than what he took it to be, an agreement 
to pay rent monthly for hie house. I do 
not think he can be. held to conditions 
to which he never agreed, hnd that he is 
really holding under a -monthly agreement, 
without any conditions. He is a tenant 
from month to month, and is entitled to 
the statutory notice to determinate hie 
tenancy, which has not been given him. 
For that reason, I dismiss this applica­
tion.”

Considerable anxiety was caused to relar 
tivea and friends here, by the despatches 
in the morning papers, announcing the 
death, in Boston, of Miss Ethel Whit 
Esther O. White, formerly of this city.

Miss Esther White was in Fredericton 
yesterday and is now on the steamer El­
aine en route here. This settles the mat­
ter to the great pleasure of her friends.

Another* development ib that Ethel 
White had told that she belonged ‘Just 
outside of St. John.” A Boston special 
despatch says that the case may not be 
one of murder.

Accordin gto the despatches Miss White 
was found dead in a room at the resi­
dence of William Smith, in the south end 
of Boston, and from a wound on her head 
and the disorder of. the room it was fear­
ed she was a victim of fould play. While 
one despatch referred to the dead girl as 
Ethel White, the other gave her name as 
Miss Esther O. White, the latter being 
the name of a well known St. John girl 
who left here about six years ago to study 
nursing in Worcester, (Mass.)

The Times instituted inquiries and soon 
ascertained that Miss Esther White was 
safe and sound and had left Fredericton 
this morning on the steamer Elaine for 
Siacity.

JcWH. Case, grocer, on Waterloo St., 
an unckNif Miss White, when asked about 
the matter expressed the conviction that 
a mistake had been made, as his niece 
had been with him since the first of July 
and had left on Tuesday for a visit to 
Fredericton in company with a friend, 
Miss Burden. He added that she had ex­
pected to return here today and he felt 
confident she would arrive.

The Times communicated with Frederic­
ton and while awaiting word as to wheth­
er or not Misa White was there, steps 

taken to find out from others some­
thing about the affair. Waring White, a 
brother, who was formerly a traveler for 
the National Drug Co., of this city, but is 

located in Hartford, (Conn.) and is 
spending his vacation here, was seen. He 

not inclined to take the report seri­
ously as he believed his sister was in 
Fredericton.

Miss Edna Lawson, daiighter of Thomas 
Lawson, of Princess street, who is a close 
friend of Miss White, she also being a 
nurse in Worcester, and now spending her 
vacation here, was much agitated over the 
report but like the others, expressed the 
belief that a mistake had been made as 
she understood Miss White was still in 
Fredericton.

Subsequently word was received from 
Fredericton that Miss White had been 
there and left on the steamer Elaine for 
this city where she will arrive this after­
noon.

A special despatch to the Times says:—
Boston, Mass., Aug. 5—(Special)—The 

police have about decided to take back 
water in their earlier declaration that 
Ethgl White, supposed to be a St. John 
girl was murdered. Following an exam­
ination of Walter Smith, in whose room 
the girl’s body was found yesterday and 
a talk with the medical examiner, they 
admitted they had not the slightest clue 
that would tend to establish the idea that 
Miss White was murdered.

The circumstances, they say, appeared 
of a suspicious nature, but so far as defi­
nite evidence goes they have nothing to 
warrant the claim of murder.

The girl’s body is now in the North 
Grove street morgue without positive 
identification. Mrs. Mary Kelly who 
runs a boarding house in Ash street, near 
where the girl died, declares the girl’s 
name was Ethel White, and that she told 
her her home was just outside the city of 
St. John, (N B.) She could not, she said 
give any better identification.

Walter Smith has not yet been releas­
ed, but it is intimated that he will be 
later in the day, probably after Medical 
Examiner McGrath has given his official 
report. Should the report state the girl 
died from natural causes Smith will at 
once be given his freedom and that is 
what is most likely to happen.
