THIRTEEN. MEN GO DOWN
TO WATERY GRAVE WITH
STEAMER LUNENBURG

Halifax Shocked by Despatch That Says Steamer is a Total
Loss; and Thirteen Men Perished---She Struck on

'HALIFAX, N. 8., Dec. 5.—(Special)—
The first news received today from Am-
herst Is'and, Magdalen Islands, off which
the' steamer Lunenburg strisck yesterdayj
morning was somewhat of a shock. The
despatoh was received by Mr. Hart," of
Leslie, Hart & Co., owners. It came
from Amherst Island and stated the ship
will be a total wreck, and that thirteen
men had been lost. No further particu-
