Sy practicalile mode by which ewigration to these
Provinces v eattied onethus merensing the trade
and vevenue of the parent State, wad Gliing up rapite
1y the wilids of this vontiient with Briush subjects,
whose adberenee to the Crown and Nation is seeml
by every natoral tioe  TPhat in the event of any mate-
vial eheek bemg given to this branch of trade the futu
cmigeation would e whotly and exelusively diveetedld
1o the United States, ns fow of the class of pereons
who leave the mother country to sottlo -in Americs,
could tind. a passage to the Provinees, did not the
low terms on which they wie eanied in the timber

Thut n large umount of eopital s invested in varie
ous wags in this traflie, in mills, wharves, dwellings,
wudd evens whole towne and villages, builtin many pla
ven at heavy expense, for the exclusive object of pres
puing und shippiog timber wnd deals for Great Bris
tain and Irelund, und from the infant state in which
nuriculture exists among us, owing to the compatative
thinness of vur populationyand the wlmost total ube
sence of local munufuctures of any kind, these estub.
Jishments would beeome veduced in value to & mere
nothing, in cuse of any sudden alteration of the exist-
ing sceale of daties,

Thut the Timber Trade had gradually increased in
inportance in these Colonies, from un early date, and
wheu the subject of a similar reduction of duties on
ultie timber wae ngitated in Parlinment o fow years
ago, the maguitude of interest nt stuke was then so
considerable ns to cause the most serious nlarm nud aps
prehiension to all peesons i trade in thexe Colonies,
na well as the houses contieeted with them in Great
Bhiitain 3 but that us it was distinetly understood in the
year 1835, that the project of favoring the trade of
the Bultic powers nt the expenve of her Mojesty's
subjecty, was deliberately and linally abandoned after
full investigution, the public eontidence iner ensed the
stability of our Colonial intererts=sn thut your petis
tioners feel snfe in stuting to your honourable Nouse,
that at the present time, the nmount of British capital
enguged in this business, and particalatly the permne
nent investioent — in - buildings,  machinery,
&y tequisite toits being eaiied ony wie double in
amount to what they wero in 1835, nud that the de.
trimont nndd damage that would now avise, if the propo.
sed chunge of dutics be adopted, would be infiniely
snore fatal to our commercisl well being than if it had
then been effected,

I'hat the Fisheries of Nova: Seatin must ulso suffer
by uny decay of the Timber Trade, us the vessels
<oming hiere to receive eargoes of timber usunlly bring
out salt at w very low freight, thereby nssisting the
Fishery more powerlully thunany large bounty could
oy und uy there is now no existing bownty in favour of
our Pishery 5 ond ns your Petitioiers understand it is
the intention of her Majosty’s Government to allow
herenfter foreign ish to enter the warkets of the
British West Tudies on the puyment of u small duty,
the effeet would at this conjuncture be most severe on
the Fishing interests of Nova Scotin,

Thot your Petitioners aro confident that the feel-
s they entertain, and the opinions they express on
this subject, are thu serious und deliberate views of all
he people of Nova Scotin 3 aud they know that in the
Proyinee of New Brunwwick similary nnd even strong-
o feclings ure every where entertained on this mnte
ter,  That the people of the Provinees in thus warme
ly and most enrnestly deprecating the remaval of the
present protection slforded to their Timber I'rade,
ure wholly free from ull motives snd intentions of u
factious or a political nutwres being prompted solely
by certain assurance thet sueh o change must huve o
most calamitous effect upon the growing commercial
wterests of these Provinees 3 and being ulwo well
wware that the great trade and reciproeal intercourse,
both arising from Commeree and  Emigration, which
pow benefit aliko the Buitish Islande, nnd these distant
bt equally British communitics, would Janguish and
diwappenr under u system which muy peshaps be theo-
cetieally right in its geoersl prineiples, hut is wholly
wapplicuble to the existing condition of these Pros
vinees,

Your Petitioners beg Your Tlonourable House to
beliove that these statements ure capable of heing
wmost distinetly proved and  estallished by o refere
wnce to fucts und statisticol infoemation, such as
they doubt not is within the ready nccess of muny of
thy members of your Honorubile Honse, us well ns by
the evidence of wvery merchant in Great Britain ne-
quuinted with the trade and business of these Colo-
nics. - And they would imost respecifully represent to
your Honoutulle House, that, in o measure like the
present, when the interests of 8o lurge o body of her
Mujesty's liego subjects ot o distance, are concerned,
it will be botne in mind that they are wholly without
yepresentation in your Hovourable House, and that
they may be regarded on that account us entitled 10 u
degree of considerution and kindness, in dealing
with their property and prosparity § and that, ot least
time muy be sfforded 1o the Provinees, to be faitly
and fully hewrd on w question to them of such vital
unportance, before w tesolution be adopted which ap-
pears prompted by w temporary financial difliculty,
but willinevitably desroy mueh of that copital wnd in-
dustry which are the sole sotireey of pesmunent reve
oue snd adva tage,

Your petitioners therclore bumbly pray vonr Ho-
vournlile House will take the forcgoing into consi-
desation, und  definitively shundon the proposed mea-
sure tespecting the duties on Dultic and Colonial
Limber, s one st variance with the interests of these
valusble wnd truly loyal Vrovinces, and ealeulated to
diminish the smonnt of British shipping, injure the
joterests of the Beitish manufucturer, and divert emi-
wration Trom British North America to the United
Ststes.  And wsin duty beund, they will ever pray,

Never have the sympathies of our citizens been so
uinversally anil painfully excited, as by the fearful aes
cident which oceurred on Monday,  About cleven
o’clock, a loge portion of the elitf of Cape Dinmond,
extending about 260 feet, opporite the Coxtom House,
gave way, overwhelming eight houses beneath a mass
of earth and broken vocks The fist motion of the
mase was indicated by the falling of loose stones;
sutliciently sn to alarm the persous below, who made
a tush to exeape ; but alas ! too late=tor hl\ltjmlmlw
ly, the detached cliffy, with a sort of undulating mos
tion, forced the houses in one woving body to the
edge of the lower stieer, where they fell over and
were overwhelmed beneath the rain,  For about two
minutes the nir was obseured with dust, and upon its
elearing nway, the extent of the destiuction was res
vealed ; immuense fongments of rock, weighing many
tons, heaped over what bad a woment before been u
sticet of houses,

It is coufidently teported that the shock of un
carthqunke was distinetly folt, fram Diamond harbour
to the Upper Town, ut between one and two o'elock
during the preceding night,  The collection of Water
at the swmmit of the clitf, may have assumed such an
atrangement in the crevices of the rock, ax to huve
cauned the sepuration of the fallen tasses by hydros:
tatic pressuce.

The walls above on each side of the chasm ut the
summit, have been condemned as insecure 3 and i
deed, many portions of the overhanging elit seem to
be supported merely by the necumulation h«luw:

The houses in the lower street, in the vicinity of
the ruin, have been ubandoned,

Ihe religious ludies of the Hotel Dieu, with their
churacteristic benevolence, huve recvived seven of the
injured persons into that establishment, although
there were no vaeant beds in the regular wards ut
the time of the calamity. Lt is almost unnecessary
to sy that every care, skill und attention is shown to
the unfortunates on the part of the Medical atten-
dunte, as wollas the Nuns, und that the whole of these
enses promise to do well,  Theie numes vre Peter
Considine, uged about 12 years, injury of head, face,
and ancle; Michael Congidine, nged 3 years, much
bruised snd burnt about the head and neck ; Madame
Gaulin, injury of left thigh and ancle; Mary Ryall,
injury of hend and foot, nged 80 yeurs, cousin to the
Considines ; Augelique Guilmet, injury of the hip
Aun Bullivan, uged 15 years, injory of the spine
Mury Considine, nged 18 months, injury of the head
and aemw, and fractured thigh ; Mes Considine chan-
ced to be from home when the divaster oceurred,
und iy the only member of this family uninjured,

The exertions of the Military, the Mayor, eeveral
members of (he Corporation, Me Symes, Justice of
the Pence, und the Police, bave been meritorions
ond Mr, Wells, foreman of Me DBlack’s shipsyard,
with & number of the bands employed in the yord,
have been conkpicuous umong the eitizens who ussist.
ed in senrehing for and recovering the bodies of the
sufferces from under the ruins of the houses, and the
winsses of roek under which they were buried.

It would not be doing justice to the churacter of
benevolence which the citizens of Quebee have always
maintuined, to suppose that they will not do every
thing in their power to alleviate the sulferings of the
survivors  of the present calamity.

The distress, hesides the wounde which no human
utnistunce enn reliove, most-be severe,  Wesaw yes-
terduy morning an industrious leish woman, who sup-
ported herself und family by selling on the market,
who could not be kept away from the place where
some purts of the bodics of her  husbund and two
childrein were visible under the rocks, while the la-
bourers wero making efl'irts to reach the mangled
remains,  Altogether the murks of blood on the pie
ces of dress wnd furniture scattered smong the ruins,
extending across two streets bloeked up by the fallen
masses, und the numerous dead bodies, horribly disfi-
gured, collected under a shed on the wharf, presented
a heurt rending und appalling spectucle.

A Funeral procession of 17 bodies proceeded from
the Lower Town Chuseh to the Roman Catholic
Cuthedral this morming, preceded by a numerous
body of the Clergy, snd followed by o great concoutse
of people. A solemn funeral rervice was pedormed
for those lumented victims of the late uecidents
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Muy 20.=After our puper went to prees on Tucese
duy, two bodies were found, yesterduy thiee othars,
and this morning one, u youth of the name of Consie
dine, being the lust of this family missing, snd wa.
king thirty two founddead in ull up to this time.

want greater things than these; [ want
ships, eolonies, and commerge.”  On the
day after these memorable words were
spoleen, on the 21st Oct., 1805, the com-
bined flects of France and Spain were de-
stroyed on the waves of Tralulgar by the
arm of Nelson, and a few dismasted hulls
riddled with shot, alone remained of the
vast armament which had so recently
threatened the British Empire.—dllison
on Population.

¢ The Hon, and Rev. Bavrisr Novr said that he
addressed the meeting with the less difficulty, because
hie believed that they were superior to the prejudice
which woulld condemn any institution merely because
it was old, or new,  An old institution might be of
perpetunl adaptation to the wants of men, and with
all the force of youth might have all the wisdom of
experience 5 or it might be a relic of past barbarism.
A new iustitution might be likewise the offspring of
faney, un abortive experiment, A momentary mania,
or it might be the expression of a long emothered
{ desitey the remedy for an imperious want, which, like
the Pastoral- Aid Society, might spring nt once into
gigantic existenve; (liear, hear!) because the nppro.
printe antidote for an acknowledged evil, We should
not therefore nsk whether an object be new or old,
but whether it be wise, and well principled. He
might also have been elsewhero embarrussed by the
tecollection that Lie had no long list of patrons to of-
fer to their notice, not because the course of a societ
nmiust be like that ascribed by the poet to the literary
ndventurer.

 "Loil, envy, want, the patron, and the jail" thet
the patron was the penultima in a series of disasters,
ending in ruin; hut becanse the patronage of the wise
and good would invariably follow uselulness ; and us
their oljects were good, they would with the blessing
of God, eventually obtain ndequate support,  On the
other hand, it might encourage him in addressing the
meeting to think thut he addressed them, not on be-
halt of strangers, whose only claim was their misery
or their sin, but in behalf of their own Colonists,
epeaking their own language, unil united to them by
s0 muny other ties, (Heur 1)  The condition of the
Golonists was most important, from the consideration,
that while thero was alrendy o great searcity of vm-
ployment, both in rural nod munufncturing districts—
the Highland mountaineers, the lnbourers of Devon-
shire, the tenuuts of the mud huts of Ireland, and n
Inrge suffering population dn commercinl wnd manu-
[acturing cities, being compelled by distress to emi-
grate 3 the populution ot Great Brituin and Ireland,
according to MacGulloch, was increasing nt the rate
ot 413.000 per annum,  And this might be matter.of
exultution rather than grief,  Was it not glorious to
this country to be sending out its children to All the
wilds of the enrth with a free and enlightened popu-
lation, und to muko its influence ulmost ubiquitons
not by its force in war, but by its commerce, and its
arts, its lunguage, ite literuture, and its religion 2 But
whether the Colonists of Great Britain should be its
glory or its shume, depended on the ditection given
to their energies, (henr ) They bnd heard that duy
some specimens of the want of instruction so general.
ly ncknowledged and deplored.  'To meet that want,
this socioty had come iuto existence, its oljects being
to send out Clergymen, Catechists and schoolmusters
to vur countrymen in the Colonies und in foreign
lands wherover they might o found to need them.
But here Lo might Lo asked, why they should not
leave this duty to be discharged by the Society for
the Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign Purts ?
He nuswered that they had seen this want with pain,
that your by yeor it had gone an incrensing, and that
they were compelled to do their utmost to remedy it.
L'ho Colonists were not provided with instruction ;
they saw no prospect of their being provided, and they
had dona therefore what they rmﬁ:l to provide them.
Several gentlemen had said that the Society wils whi-
mated with no epirit of rivalry to the more nucient
institution, e believed that nothing could. b more
true.  Dut as it was sometimes snid, Lhat whatever
might be their intention, the effect was to pro-
duce schism in the colonies, he wished to go further
und to show ono or two points of difference between
the two Bocieties, which rendered the separate oxist-
ence of their Society necessury. ( Hear, hoar.) As
to the apprehended schism he could ouly say that the
Missionuries sant out by their Society would faithful.
ly preach the Gospel to the people, and if uny schism
were caused by their labours, it would only be of that
sott predicted by our Lord, whon he suid, ** 1 came not
to send peace, but a sword"-and that sort of schism in
society which arose from the full preaching of Christ,
they were not at liberty to avoid. Passing therefore
from thatimagivary ground of objection to the socies
ty, ho wished to direct their attention to one differ-
ence in the principle of the two socictice,  He beliov-
ed that it wos the principle of the ancient society to
give alarger discretionanry power over their Missiuna.
ties to the Coloninl Bishops than this society would
give them. Both socicties would place their slotin.
ries under episcopul jurisdiction. Both would wish
tho Hishops to linve power to restrain immorality or
heresy.  But while oné society would, unless he was
mistaken, pluce all their missionaries in # condition
resembling that of Curutes in this country, the other
would place them in the condition of Incumbents.
The Colonial Chutch Society would give them all
the power pussessed by the Bishops of Great Brituin,
If he understood their practice rightly, the Society
for the Propagation of the Gospel would give them
a grent deul more,  According to the practice of this
latter society he believed that the Colonial Bishop
nomioated the Missionury, placed him in Lis sphiere of
labour, and could remove him, 1 the Bishop should
complain of uny Missionary, that complaint would be
decisive 3 if o Missionary should complsia of any
Bishiop, that complaint must come through the Bish-
op bimself. Al the Missionary correspondence he
elioved now passed through the binds of the Bishop.
The Colonial Church Society, ou the other hand,
would cortiespond directly with their Missionaries,
and this he conceived to be an ndvantage, because
otherwigo ho did not see how Missionurios could feel
that dependence which was nocessary to enable them
foithfuliy and energeticnlly to discharge their minis-
try. (Hear hear.) He would illustinte this point.
Lt it be imagined that the Lishop of uny Colony
should exceedingly dislike that moderate Calvinism
which seemed to him (Mr. Noel) the doctrine of the
thirty-nine Articles, und the doctrine of the Bible ;
and should say to the Missivnaties plncad under him,
thut if they should preach such Culvisism he would
recommend Lo the Bociety to withdraw their sularies ;
would they not be under grent temptation to be un-
fuithlul 7 = Or suppose that they should think the ef-
forts of such u sociuty us this to be exceedimyly neces-
sury to the colony, and should feel it their doty to
support it 5 but the Bishop should intimate thut their
suluries should be withdrawn il they did, would not
this impose a yoke upon their consciences which they
ought not to be compelled to bear 7 No man (he
thought) however excellent, should wield so large a
discretionnry power.  (Hear, hear.) Some years
since, the Jute Bishop of Peterborough had introduced
eighity-seven questions to by put to candidates for
Ordivation,  These led to sume cases of hardship,
one of which was brought into the House of Lords ;
vot o single Prelate supported these questions, und
only une temporsl Peer; und thus they fell into disuse.
But ymagine that the Bishop should have had the
power of saying tg all the ingumbents of his diocess,
{#if you preach contrary 1o the doetrine implied in
theso cighty-seven questions, I ehal) dismiss you from
! your livings 37 would not the clivets upon the diocess
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ave been mo-t Cisasirons 2 Now, unless be greatly
erred, he woold Love bid e one of our Colonies, a
power rescinbline this, aceording to the practice of the
Suciety for the Propegation ot the Gespel ; but ne-

coruing 1u thut of the Culoni

Luschlociety he would

nothaveit. Tlie owe woulid placethe Missionary under
adisgretionary power ol the Bishop not known in this
counlvy, except with relerence to Curates ; the other
would give him wll the power recognized amonyg us
with respect to Incumbents, and no more. 'Thero
was a second point to which he must call their atten-
tion.  They too well know that there were cortain
doctrines which had lately grown up in their church,
of which Tract 90 was a specimen.  There were
wany Clergymen who preached these doctrines.  lle
thought the prevalence of them one of the greatest
disasters which had lately befallen the Church of Eug-
land.  Aund should wae send out such Missionaries to
our Colonies, to preach the atonement with reserve ;
but to preach forms and ceremonies § to exalt the
Sacraments, but to depreciate the preaching of Chirist
‘rnu‘iﬁrd; to inveigh against the duty of judging of
Seripture for ourselves ; and to place traditionary ex-
pusition in the room of our unfettered examination of
the Word of God: then, when the Colonies asked
tor Bread, we should be giving them a stone, But
the Socciety for the Propagation of the Gospel being
composed ot all parties, all might look to b represent-
vd by its Missionaries ; nnd le feaved that such men
mizht be found among those sent out to teach our
colonists.  T'he Colonial Church Society, on the oth-
cr hand, would send vut none but Evangelical labour.
ers, none but thuse who believed the thirty-nine arti-
cles, in their full, plain, literal sense.  Men who had
no other nim than to save souls by bringing them to
believe ou our Lord Jesus Christ.  From the con-
current operations of this society, he therefore judg-
ed that men of Evangelical sentiments would more
readily find employment in the older society, then
the older society would be stirred up to greater exer-
tions ; that it would give more information to the
country of the state of the colonies and would dili-
wently investigate the more neglected parts of our
coloninl possessions.  In the colonies it would have
the effect of giving greuter independence to Ivangeli-
il Missionaries, und of furnishing many places, now
overlooked, with useful labourers. Iu support of his
views he might mention that he had been in common
with others, cotreated by clergymen from the colonies
to proceed in the good work, from which they au-
gured the most important vesults; and he had in his
possession a letter signed by three clergymen, in
which they stated that the majority of the elergy,in the
diocese to which they belong, heartily wish it success,
Some timid or prejudiced persons might augur evil
fiom its oporations 5 bus he believed it to be heartily
approved by all the most pious clergy in the colonies,
and that every pious colonial Bishop would heartily
consent to that Scriptural imitation of the discretion-
ary nuthority whicﬁ‘ vnly taking away the power
of doivg evil, would leave all the power to do good,
( Hear, hear.) If it were oljected that the Colonial
Church Suciety should not continue ite course at this
moment because the Society for the Propagation of
the Gospel had recently incressed in energy nad im+
proved in spirit ; he must observe that this fact con.
stituted one of the arguments why they should pro-
ceed with increased zeal, because that improvement
in energy nnd epirit, which he heartily hoped would
proceed, had been coincident with, und if their early
existence hnd contributed to this improvement, their
progress would certainly confirm it,  Mr, Noel then
shewed some of tho positive results of their opera.
tions in the past year,  One agent alone, Mr. Rich.
ardson, had traversed Nova Scotin, and visited New
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island, everywhere
directivg the people to the duty of providing for them.
selves Christian instruction, He had formed in the
lust yenr, one suxiliary, one day school, nnd ten Sun.
day schoole.  He had formed twenty libraries of reli-
gious books, and a depot of Billes and "L'racts, from
which large numbere of volumes hind been circulated.
And he then coucluded Ly inviting the meeting to
zonlous co-operation with the Committee in the good
work which they had undertaken.” (Cheers.)
