SHEDIAC SERVICE
Word has been received at the of­

fice of the New Brunswick Power 
Commission that at a meeting of the 
Town Council of Shediac, held on 
June 7, the proposed contract between 
the commission and the town for street 
lighting and power for the pumping 
of the town water was ratified. The 
terms proposed by the commission 
were acceptable to the council and the 
commission will now send out local 
solicitors for domestic contracts, a 
minimum of 430 of these having to be 
signed before the commission will 
dertake the extension.

These solicitors could not be sent 
out before as, until the contract for 
street lighting and power was accepted, 
the commission could not
