When he was found dead last Friday
morning everything pointed to heart
failure, but as his physician had not been
eslled for a month, he reported to. the
ooroner. It is said that during the last
few weeks Lord Harcourt has been sub-
ject to depression, but there is no known
reason why he should bave wanted  to
take his own life. It is not thought his’
health was worse recently than it had

London, Feb, 28—Princess Mary, enly
daughter of King George and Queen
Mary, was married today to Viscount
Lascelles, with all the pomp and dig-
nity befitting a royal wedding. The
ceremony ‘began in Westminster Abbey
at 11 a.m., and soon thereafter they were
pronounced, man and wife, while the
chimes of Westminster rang out the
happy message 'and vast crowds gave
tumultuous greetings.

The scene of the ceremony within the
historic walls of the abbey was one of
impressive grandeur, with the king and
queen and the entire royal household
participating and with all ranks repre-
sented in the brilliant assentblage, while
outside the abbey enthusiastic popular
homage was given the bridal pair.

The long awaited day found London
‘¢rowded with excursionists from .all
parts of the isles and the continent.
Americans also were in evidence * hun-
dreds having made the voyage, to gain
a glimpse of the great state function.

The coach, which derives its name
from the place where'it was built, has a
high seat with spacious plate glass sides
through which the features of the prin-
cess and the king were easily discernible
even by those at a considerable dis-
tance. It is surmounted by a gilded
crown.

 STREET RAILWAY

Thirty Year Fight Ends in
Company Accepting City’s
Offer, '

Detroit, Mich.,
year fight for municipal ownership of the
local street car lines was virtually con-
cluded late yesterday when stockholders
of the Detroit United Railway agreed to
accept the city’s offer of $19,850,000 for
their properties.

Early this month control of the com-
pany passed into the hands of Canadian
interests headed by Ovila Gingras, a
Montreal broker. Under the settlement
the city pays $2,770,000 down, and the
remainder in semi-annual installments of

$500,000.

Approximately 800 miles of track, to-
gether with equipment, will be turned
gver by the company, which will, how-
ever, continue to,operate its inter-urban
system, according to Gingras. The city
system as constituted at present em-
braces eighty-nine miles of tracks.

HOUSE BURNS Al
EAST ST. JOKN

Property of H. A. Smith Des-
troyed in Early Morning
Fire — Loss of $1,600 is
Half Covered.

Fire which broke out between -two
and three o’¢lock this morning complete-
ly destroyed a house at the upper end
.of Park avenue, East St. John, owned

by Harvey A. Smith, son of Chief J. J.
Smith, of the police department, and
occupied by a French family named
Daigle.

Neighbors who have telephones were
called by a Times reporter today and
none knew anything of the circum-
stances except the bare fact that the
fire had taken place, and of this most of
them were not acquainted until after
daylight this morning. News was con-
veyed to Mr. Smith by telephone at 7.30
o’clock. R

The hotse is located some distance
from any other dwelling, being nearly
i opposite the slaughter house, which is
{ approached from the Loch Lomond
'road. Mr. Smith went to the scene of
the fire this morning. While it is not
known definitely that all escaped from
the blaze, no fatalities have been re-
| ported.
i" The house was valued at $1,600 and
$800 insurance was carried. It was two

{ Mr. Smith on his return from the city
this afternoon said that he had visited
the scene and found that the house had

japparently with all its contents, He
sﬁ he understood that the occupants
J managed to’ escape in safety.

and he was not able to interview them.
Mr. Smith said that the house was built
only five years ago and will mean a big
loss to him. So far as he knows all the
