Ottawa Expert Makes Report

on Conditions in the New
Brunswick Fields.

|

Fredericton, N. B, July 11—An of- !
ficial summary of the conditions of the
potato crop in New Brunswick was is-!
<ued this morning by G. C. Cunningham,
plant pathologist of the federal depart- |
ment of agriculture, as follows:— |

The continued drought and high tem-
perature since early spring have greatly
jeduced the prospects for a large yield
of potatoes this season, and unless a
heavy rain comes soon the crop will
prove a failure in many sections. The
present condition throughout the pro-
vinve is similar to the condition exist-
ing in Victoria county last year when
many farmers harvested only 25 per
cent., or less, of a crop. The effect on
the drought is more marked in some sec-
tions than others. A few very localiz-
ed showers have belped some sections.

“From Woodstock to Florenceville the
¢rop is more uniformed and promising,
particularly around Florenceville and
Centerville. A heavy shower the last
week of June and thorough cultivation
have helped that district. However, a
large crop cannot be expected as the
plants are in blossom prematurely and
already setting tubers. Dry weather at
setting time usually means few tubers
per plant.”

“From Florenceville north, particu-
larly north of Perth, the season has been
cxceptionally hot and dry. The fields
show a high percentage of misses, due to’
the seed having dried up and rotted.
The plants arc almost invariably weak
and backward. Unless a heavy rain falls
soon the crop must prove a failure. On
the other hand, if sufficient moisture
does come the crop in Victoria and Mad-
awaska counties has a fair chance of
recovering, as the season is about two
weeks later that in Carleton county.

“From Westmorland to Restigouche
the crop will prove light. Individual
fields show from 25 to 75 per cent. of
misses. 'There are few exceptionally |
promising fields in Restigouche county,
among those specializing in see produc-
tion. These are owned by growers who
have paid particular attention to seed
and thorough cultivation of the soil be-
fore and after planting the seed.

The present outlook is not promising.
There is a considerable reduction in
acreage accompanied by from only, 65 to
75 per cent. of a yield per acre.
