We had one case of
a man named Martini at Coney Island,
who had been building, three houses at
Coney Island which would have been
finished eight months ago, except for the
refusal of the Pennsylvania Railroad to
deliver brick, in view of the priority or-
ders. The committee has obtained relief
for him and for many others in similar
predicaments. ;

{ “President Willard of the Baltimore &
Ohio Railroad admitted that the coal sit-
uation could have been anticipated and
avoided by foresight, and it is the coal
situation which is largely responsible for

“The owners are anxious to sell because
of the increased burden of interest and
carrying charges, There are raw ma-
terials in abundance. “There are num-
erous committees in almost every city
trying to work out the housing situation.
The buyers are willing to pay liberal
advances. The whole difficulty is that
of getting the willing buyer and the will-
ing seller together, and that is a problemn
of transportation.”

Because of ,the slow movement of
building material, the available supplies
are the subject of speculation, with high
prices and littie Duildifhg activity, Mr.
Miller said. “We have the opinions of
many building experts,” he reparted,
“that the free flow of building mater-
jals would immediately cut' down the
present prices by 25 per cent. or more.”

Next to canceling priority -orders
against building materials, the greatest
need, Mr. Millegsaid, is the revision of
freight rates onvbuilding materials. Ac-
cording to the committee the rate on
building materials was increased 50 per
cent. in 1917 as a restrictive tariff in or-
der to keep freight of this kind off the
roads, then engaged in moving emerg-
ency and essex.xtial freight only. This in-
crease was never taken off, but additional
increases were put on, so that the freight,
rate on building materials is $2.40 now,
according to Mr. Miller, $1.40 more than
before the war, ;

“The Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion has asked the railroads to consider
the moderation 'of their new rates in fav-
or of building materials, but the railroads
have apparently not been eager to ac-
cept the suggestion,” Mr. Miller said.

The people are eager to buy houses,
the buildérs are eager ‘to build, the pro-
ducers of building material are doing
their utmost to sell their products, but
the transportation muddle and the short-
age of facilities prevents them from get-
ting togetilér, said Mr. Miller.

Some improvement has been noted
since the Interstate Commerce Commit-
tee in July turned over 104,000 freight
cars for the transportation of building
materials, but the outlook is still bad for
the builder, according to Mr. Miller, be-
cause it is believed likely the embargo
will be continued on building materials
in favor of coal and crops. The rail-
roads are making coal and food short-
\ages, so Mr. Miller said.

“The country has the building sites,
which have shown the effect of inflation
less than anything,” Mr. Miller said.
