good health and comfort of th 
singers have apparently caught the spirit 
of the germ hunt which has been organ­
izing in this city of late. It is reported 
at the Metropolitan Opera House that a 
crusade will soon be started against the 
micro-organisms that lurk amid the maze 
of scenery and properties of the great 
palace of music at Broadway and For­
tieth street.

Recognition of the danger to the sensi­
tive throats of the singers comes a» a re­
sult of a widespread effort here to edu­
cate the public m caring for hypertrophi­
ed tonsils and adenoids in the prevention 
of contagious diseases.

Lest some of the three thousand-dollar-a 
-night song-birds succumb to the ravages 
of the invisble toxin carrier, the bouse 
management of the institution is prepar­
ed to experiment with a new, odorless dis­
infectant recommended by the department 
of health. .

As far as can be learned there have been 
no complaints at the opera house from the 
soloists, although rumor had it a few days 
ago that Dinh GiHy had acquired tonsillar 
trouble on the eve of “Armide” from 
seme prowling bacillus. The dark-skinned 
tenor, however, was able to appear in his 
usual fine fettle.

Dr. Lefferts A. McClelland, a celebrat­
ed authority on diseases of the throat, on 
being questioned regarding the proposed 
crusade, said there was an increase of op­
erations on singers’ throats. In discussing 
the effect of an operation on tonsils, he 
declared that if properly performed an 
entire removal of the glands would not 
impair the singing voice. “The pillars of 
the fauces after the operation should be 
left in their original relation to the sur­
rounding muscles,” he explained.. “To el­
iminate completely the seat of infection 
in the throat thé entire diseased tonsil 
must be cut away. Merely cutting off thé 
tonsil, as is done in the great majority of 
cases, is not’ sufficient, for the germs eas­
ily survive in the deeper crypts and tia-
SUMuoh data has been circulated through­
out the city by the Bureau of Municipal 
Besesrch, partly as a result of which new 
methods of dusting are employed m miny 
public buildings.

Found in the dust of the street, public 
buildings ands residences are bacteria 
known as streptococci, staphylococci, coll 
communi and others which find comfort­
able lodgings in diseased tonsils. Where 
these germs are prevalent in large num­
bers an individual may become prey to 
epidemics of diphtheria and scarlet fever. 
Diseased tonsils act as incubators for the 
germs, and their toxins are excreted from 
theàe centres of infection throughout the 
circulation, causing rheumatism, fevers 
and, not infrequently, endocarditis.

Before filling new pillow ticks, dip a 
brush in melted paraffin and apply it to 
the wrong side of the material ; then iron 
with a warm iron. Ttiia will effectively 
prevent the down from working through 
and causing the pillow to become flat.

When there is a sudden need of rubber 
sheeting, and none is at hand, several 
sheets of newspapers will be found to ans- 
wed the purpose just as well, and can be 
burned at once. They can be used under 
crib-pads also.

When planting vines for shade over the 
kitchen porch next spring, try the com­

bina bean vine, for this yields boun­
tifully of its fruit, and the foliage is both 
beautiful and dense. You can also pick 
the beans easily.

When starting to embroider a fine mar­
quisette blouse, first haste muslin under­
neath the design to be worked', and work 
through the two. When finished, cut care­
fully around on wrong side, and the result 
will he beautiful work, firm and without 
a pucker.
