For three days starting Monday a Duco 
expert wiU be here to demonstrate this sensa­
tional fast drying brushing enamel for Furni­
ture, Floors, WaUs, Metalwork and Auto­
mobiles.
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Ten automobiles and a large auto 
delivery truck were totally destroyed 
and two other cars were severely dam­
aged by fire which broke out about 
250 o’clock this morning in a garage 
at 50-56 Cliff street, owned by George 
Carvill, and occupied by the Auto Rent­
ing Company and the Saint John Taxi 
Service. The totai damage to cars and 
property was placed this morning at 
ebout $15,000 which is only partially 
covered by insurance.

The greatest individual loss is suf­
fered by the Saint John Taxi Service, 
of which Charles E. Murphy is the 
manager. Mr. Murphy said this morn­
ing that his five taxicabs were total ty 
destroyed. He placed his loss at about 
$7.000 with no insurance. |

He said that . c was in the garage 
at the start of the fire and was bus/ 
ww. lung on a car He had gone into 
the office to get an automobile tool and 
had lighted a match to facilitate finding 
it. He was sure, he said, that the match 
had been put out before he returned 
to work on the car. He had an exten­
sion light about the car at thé time 
and thinks that some of the wires may 
possibly have become exposed and ig­
nited some gasoline. The first he knew 
of fire was when smoke came shooting 
from underneath the automobile and 
before he had an opportunity to do 
anything the car was enveloped in 
flames. He immediately sent in an 
aiarm from box 12.

When the department arrived the 
building was practically ablaze and the 
"firemen worked under difficulties owing 
to the heavy smoke. There was little 
opportunity to get any of the taxis out 
of the burniqg building.

Two cars, belonging to C. J. Melli- 
day, one a McLaughlin 6-passenger, his 
own personal car, were totally de­
stroyed, another, a Studebaker, which 
he had stored in the garage, was totally 
destroyed.

The Auto-Renting Company, which 
occupies the front of the premises, and

premises at the time. Both cars were 
totally destroyed, with little or no in­
surance. The Renting Company also 
suffered loss in automobile accessories. 
A member of the company said this 
morning that the fire would not disrupt 
business for them, and they were still 
m a position to carry on.

Allan A. Gundry lost his five- pas­
senger touring automobile* which occu­
pied one of the private stalls in the 
rear. He said this morning that he 
carried a small amount of insurance. 
Several other cars, occupying the pri­
vate stalls, were either out at the time 
or were saved before the flames reached 
them.

BIG TRUCK BURNED. 79C eachThe large motor delivery truck of 
J. Marcus, Ltd., was totally destroyed 
in the fire, according to Max Marcus, a 
member of the firm. He said that the 
truck cost $3,000, and while he carried 
some insurance it was not nearly 
enough to cover the loss. The truck 
was only about three months old.

On arrival on the scene, Chief 
Vaughan sent in a second alarm. Sev­
eral streams of water were directed on 
the burning building, and it was about 
5.30 o’clock before the “all out” was 
sounded.

Mr. Murphy paid a high tribute to 
Detective Kilpatrick today, stating that 
it was through his efforts at the first 
of the fire that quite a few cars were 
taken to safety.

Mr. Carvill, owner of the building, 
said today that his loss would® reach 
about $3,000, which is covered only 
partially by insurance. He was not in 
a position today to say whether he 
would rebuild or not.
