“I hoped my chance had come at last,” 
said Mr. Villiers, “I thirsted eagerly for 
a change, and my one wish was to lose 
myself for awhile in the din and ex­
citement of battle. I procured pen and 
paper from a refreshment bar, and a tew 
minutes later dropped a proposal directed 
to Mr. W. Thomas of the Graphic, into 
the first letter-box. I saw him next day. 
Ov.r whole conversation scarcely 
amounted to a hundred words, and in 
a few hours I was on my way to Servia. 
It was barely a week after seeing the 
poster that I met Archibald Forbes 
at Paraclijin. Ilis first words 
were:—‘You must lie hungry. I 
think I can find you a tolerable sub­
stitute for Bass and beefsteak.’ Over a 
rclmitzel and a glass of Servian beer we 
seemed to swear eternal friendship, and 
a couple of hours later I was busily en­
gaged in sketching the Bulgarian prison­
ers under his auspices. We went through 
the Servian Campaign and the Russo- 
Turkish War together. During the arm­
istice I crosssed over to the Turks, visit­
ed the scene of the alleged Bulgarian 
atrocities,and met Lady Strangford hard 
at work relieving the distress in the 
Mariza valley. In the following year 
Forties and I were the only two
English correspondents present
at the crossing of the Danube, 
tlie July attack on Plevna, and
the fighting in the Shipka Pass, 
when Radestky brought up his 
infantry, mounted on Cossack
horses. and saved the day. 
In the autumn a sharp attack of fever 
brought me home; but I started again 
after three weeks rest, followed Skobeleff 
over the Balkans to Adrianople.and was 
in time for the signing of the treaty of 
peace at San Stefano. 1 knew Skobeleff 
well, and stayed with him in his camp 
outside Stamboul. I remember his show­
ing me laughingly the German Order of 
Merit, and telling me the Emperor Will­
iam had given him the only cross he 
had recieved during the war. My 
next missions were to Syria 
and Malta: but the autumn
of ’78 saw me following the fortunes of 
Sir Samuel Brown’s division in Afghan­
istan. The Viceroy declned to allow me 
to go to Cabnl, so I providentially escaped 
participating in the ill-starred mission, 
and went on to Sydney, where I very 
fortunately declined an invitation to join 
a cruise in the Sandfly, and so avoided 
being eaten by cannibals with the rest of 
the crew. I completed at Euston my 
tour round the world, which commenced 
at Charing Cross, by returning to London 
in time to paint a picture for tlie 
Academy. I went through all the 
Egyptian Campaign of 1882, from Alex­
andria to Tebel-Kebir, sketched Arabi 
in his cell, and then varied my military 
experiences by illustrating the Coronation 
of the Czar. A year later I was at El-Tab 
and Tamia, and on the cessation of hôsétl- 
ities accompanied the Hewett mission to 
Abyssinia. My share in the Soudan Ex­
pedition is comparatively recent history. 
I survived two untoward upsets in the 
Nile to cross the desert with General 
Stewart, and was the only correspondent 
in the square of 1200 which cut its way 
through the enemy to the Nile. No soon­
er was I back in London than I left again 
to see the fighting in Servia, and 
during the jieace preliminaries accom­
plished the quickest journey to Mandalay 
on record, getting delivered even before 
the letters. Then came a long and seri­
ous illness (the after consequences of 
Burmese fever), and while lying helpless 
in bed 1 resolved to make a pacific cam­
paign in my own country, the sequel to 
my martial experiences. I hope 1 have 
succeeded, anti I think I can still find 
material for half-a-dozen lectures at 
least in my ten years’ wanderings in 
many lands.” Mr. Villiers will deliver 
two lectures in St. John in the second 
week in April.
