THE SEN A PUTTY MUST DIE.

Bat the Sentences of Ike Regent and
Prlnee Angao are Cobb muted.

Simla, Aug. 12.—The Marquis of Lans- 
downe, Viceroy of India, has rendered 
his decision on the appeal of the Mani­
pur Princes who were condemned to 
death for the part they took in the 
massacre of Chief Commissioner Quin­
ton, Political Agent Grimwood, and other 
civil and military officers at Manipur 
in March last, the technical charge on 
which they were convicted being that 
they had waged war against the Queen 
and had abetted murder. The accused 
were tried by a military cohrt of inquiry. 
The sentences of the Senaputty, brother 
of the Regent of Manipuri and command- 
er-in-chief of the Manipuri army, and 
the Tongal general, who gave the order 
for the massacre, have been confirmed 
by the Viceroy, and they will be execut­
ed. In the cases of the regent and Prince 
Angao Sena, the younger Senaputty, 
the Viceroy has commuted the sentences 
of death to transportation for life and 
ths forfeiture of their property. Several 
of the Manipnris and one ex-British 
Sepoy, who took a prominent part in the 
massacre, have already been executed.

Miss Ella Weheslyn, a young lady of 
twenty-three, living at Thomas Fisher’s 
East Torbrook, Annapolis Co., took a 
teaspoonful of Paris Green, mixed it with 
milk, and deliberately swallowed it on 
Monday morning last Latest advices 
state that she was still living, though 
suffering much.

This, 
however, was no reason why the railway 
should not be managed on sound busi­
ness principles. He thought many 
changes relating to the inconvenience 1 of 
the present system of management were 
not well founded. He could further re­
mark that the Intercolonial was con­
structed by virtue of a national compact 
It must be so maintained as to cany out 
its political purpose as a bond of union 
between the provinces. He would wel­
come and assist in a thorough enquiry 
into the present system and reform of 
any abuses that might exist.

Mr. Mills of Bothwell held that the 
compact among the provinces would not 
be violated if the Intercolonial were 
transferred to a private company, which 
would relieve the country of a great an­
nual loss. What was wanted was not a 
railway commission but a parliamentary 
committee to investigate Intercolonial 
affairs. He could not see why this gov­
ernment had subsidised a competing 
railway through Maine to compete with 
the Intercolonial and take business from
it.1

Mr. Hazen objected to the suggestion 
of Mr. Mills that the Intercolonial might 
properly be transferred to a private com­
pany. The people of the maritime prov­
inces would not approve of that. He 
pointed out that the deficits were larger 
under the Mackenzie government than at 
present There might be a good reason 
for this. The present deficit took place 
on the north shore section, while that 
part of the line from Halifax to St John 
paid well Mr. Hazen expressed the 
opinion that the interests of the line 
would be assited if the centre of manage­
ment were not so faf from the line itself.

Mr. Davies said the fault was in part 
bad location, in part party management 
and for which of coarse he maintained 
that the party now in power was mainly 
responsible.

Hon. Mr. Tapper said that while we 
might criticise the course of the fathers 
of confederation in locating the Inter­
colonial, it should be remembered that it 
had to be the north shore or nothing, for 
at that time the imperial guarantee was 
indispensible.

Mr. Tapper did not dispute 
that political considerations had weight 
in making appointments, but claimed 
that the employes on the Intercolonial 
were not inferior to those of any other 
line. He objected to the removal of the 
responsibility of management from the 
government, either by transfer to a 
company or to an independent comis­
sion.

Mr. Dickey defended the coal freights 
on purely commercial grounds. He 
hoped the members would not get into a 
panic over deficits, considering that the 
Intercolonial was not at first expected to 
pay, and considering how thinly settled 
and how liable to snow blockades was 
that portion of the line from Moncton to 
Quebec. He dwelt at length on the 
national features of the Intercolonial 
railway and canal system. While he 
had not as much faith as some preced­
ing speakers in political management in 
matters like this, he believed that it was 
in its administrative features that a free 
government was least successful.

IN PARLIAMENT.

it of the Intercolonial Railway.
Ottawa, Aug. 12.—When the house 

was moved into supply Mr. Cameron of 
1 Huron moved an amendment condemn- 
1 ing the course of the government in the 

matter of the Tay canal. Mr. Cameron 
thought this work, which was begun in 
1883, ought, not to be constructed as a 

L public work, and that it has cost too 
much. The discussion continued until 
9.30, when the vote was taken. In a 
somewhat thin house the vote stood—for 
the motion, 82; against it, 100.

Mr. Skinner arrived at the chamber 
too late to vote, and Mr. Taylor, the con- 

r servative whip, claimed that one opposi­
tion member broke his pair.

The house did not yet go into supply, 
for Dr. Weldon of Albert brought up the 
question of the management and future 
of the Intercolonial railway. He began 
by observing that the question was one 
of great seriousness and importance. He 
showed that the deficits on that railway 
had amounted to over three millions in 
some fifteen years. The deficits previous 
to 1880 were very large. There then 
were a few years of small deficits, then 
again large and growing deficts. He 
quoted the state of affairs under the two 
governments and under the railway by 
Alexander Mackenzie, doubtless one of 
the ablest men of the party, by Sir 
Charles Tapper, one of the most energetic 
and capable men in his party, and by 
Mr. Pope and Sir John Macdonald for 
shorter periods. Dr. Weldon thought 
the history of this railway under both 
parties showed that political manage­
ment had not been a great 
success. To get at the reasons it might 
be worth while to look at the experience 
of other countries. Some years ago 
when the political management of gov­
ernment railways prevailed in Italy a 
report was issued setting forth some of 
the disadvantages of the system. It 
was shown that the railways were 
crowded with hangers on of members of 
parliament, and that political influence 
worked again public interest in many 
ways. Before 1883, the same state of 
affairs was reported from Victoria, Aus­
tralia. Complaint was made in Victoria 
that the members of the railway districts 
were beseiged with letters begging for 
positions or other favors; that the ser­
vice was overcrowded with employes; 
that there was waste and extravagance 
in the purchase of supplies; that appoint­
ments to the line were not made on mer­
it; that the discipline was not good, as 
conductors who passed people free on 
railways or were guilty of more dishonest 
practices, could not be turned ont if they i 
could secure political influence. It
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
