Our valued correspondent *Vi-
vian,” comes out in the present issue
of the ADVANCE as a staunch cham-
pion of Hon. Mr. Anglin in Glou-
cester. “ Vivian” appears to  con-
detnn everything and evetybody op-
posed to the peaceable and undisput-
ed occupation by Mr. Anglin of the
seat lately held by him in the Com-
mons as - the representative of Glou-
cester and he has, no doubt, satisfac-
torily (to himself) demolished all op-
position to his friend’s return to the
position. It will occur to those wko
judge of such matters on general
principles, however, that there must
be no little dissatisfaction in the
County with the conrse Mr. Anglin
has taken as its representative, or
both his friends and himself weéuld
not be found laboring with no little
show of difficulty and earnestness to
overcome obstacles in the way of his
re-election. The constituency is, per-
haps, after all, ready to exchange Mr.
Anglin for another representative,
but whether, in doing so, it can better
itself is a question not easily answer-
ed. Mr. Anglin's acknowledged na-
tural ability, his excellent rocial posi-
tion, his journalistic experience, his
 thorough acquaintance with politics
and mastery of Parliamentary tactics
and practice, recommend him as a
gentleman eminently qualified for the
occupancy of & seat in Parliament.
But Gloucester’s electors, while re-

tarian, naturally ask themselves
select to be their representative.

The country
knows that, as a member of the Parlia-
ment controlled by his political
friends, he has been quite a different
person from the Mr. Anglin whotook
very high and pronounced political
and religious grounds when Parlia-
ment was controlled by his oppon-
ents. When, on account of his de-
termined anti-confederate record and
opposition to the Macdonald Govern-
ment it was useless for him to expect
political or personal preferment, it
was in order for him to indulge in a
trick of old politicians, and attribute
the non-effectiveness of his professed
efforts in behaif of his friends to the
fact that his political opponents were
in power. He could only promise;
then, what he would do under a
changed political administration. In
view of the long-looked-for turn in the
political wheel he does not appear to
have changed his—professions to. the
people, but it cannot be denied, how-
ever, that when the time came for
him to carry out his long-talked-of
policy—when the true test of his|
loyalty in advocatingand standing by
his promises, was applied—he went
the way of the ordinary member of
| Parliament, accepted, for himself, all
that he could win by the extraordi-
‘nary genius, ability and influence
with which he is credited, and did no
more for Gloucesterthat anyoneofhalf
a dozen men of lesser pretensions, but
greater personal interest and a resi-
dence in the Coynty might have done
- It may not be that Mr. Anglin
did any great wrong in accepting
either the Post Office printing or the
Speakership, save that in view of the
personal advantages they promised
him he seemed to forget his promises
to those by whose votes he was plac-
ed in a position to oBtain those en-
viable prizes. But we hold that
even his best friends in Gloncester
should not lllow;,him to assume, as
he seems to do; that the County must
elect him in any case. A few weeks

Did he know that they approved of
the manner in which he violated the
independence of Parliament Act?
Was he sure they had not become
impressed with the idea that they had
gentlemen resident in and identified
with the interests of the County who
could do quite as well for it at Otta-
wa as the ex Speaker? Men who

| have free votes to cast for a represen-

tative in Parliament, and who under-
stand their interests fairly, will pro-
bably be led to ask themselves why
Mr. Anglin should take it for grant-
ed that they would vote for him and
to assume that they were more hon-
ored by having him to represent them
than he was in being their represen-
tative. Mr. Anglin is an undoubted-
ly talented man, but if he has talent
and genius above others who are
available in Gloucester he may be
open to the charge of having used
them to his own advantage, rather
than that of the county that honored
him after he was rejected elsewhere.
In any case, we think, the people of
Gloucester would prefer being asked
for their suffrages, rather than that
Mr. Anglin, or-any other:man, should
assume that he has notling fo do but
demand them. There may be an
understanding between Mr. Anglin
and the Government that he is to be
again chosen Speaker, but that event
ought, if only for the sake of appear-
ances, to be stated as following the
contingencies of an election.

It is stated that Mr, Turgeon is
opposing Mr. Anglin’ return, but
whether he will pursue the matter to
the polls is yet to be determined. The
better policy would be to allow the
ex-Speaker to be” returned now,
without opposition, for with the in-
fluences which are said to be at his ser-
vice, it is not probable anyone could
succeed against him. But at the next
general election the constituency will,
probably, see more clearly the desir-
ability of a change and send a repre-
sentative to Parliament who has
stronger claims upon it than the
gentleman who now so peremptorily
demands its suffrages.

The Fishery Commissioner’s Roport.

The Canadian Commissioner of Fish-
eries, W. F. Whitcher Esq., gives to the
public a very interesting Report of the
important industry under his immediate
supervision. We are glad to find him
expressing the opinion that the returns
and tables which have passed under his
eye show that ‘‘considering the preval-
ent depression in otherbranches of indus-
trial commerce, the fishing industry and
fish trade of the country are, compara-
tively speaking, in a thriving condition.
He places the gross value of the fishery
products of Canada for the year 1876
at $11,147,690, which includes $135,287
as the value of fish taken in Manitoba
and British Columbia. Returns from
those provinces were not fncladed in
the Report of 18756 and deducting the
sum last named from the total returns of
the Dominion for '76,and comparing the
remainder with the total value of the
catch in 1875, an increase of $661,917 is
shown in favor of the last year.

The exports of fish for the fiscal year,
ended 30th June ’76 amounted to $5,-
501,221, the larger portions going to
the United States, the British, Spanish
aud French West Indies, Great Britain,
Sonth America, British Guinea and
Italy, which, together, absorbed 5.-
203,647 worth. We presume that the
balance of the year's catch—or over
one half of it—was absorbed by home
consumption.

The exports of the fiscal year 1876

exceeded those of 1875 by $120,694 and
the imports decreased to the extent of
$144,439.
Comparing the exports and imports
of fish and fish oils during the six
months ending 31st December, 1875
and 1876, respectively, the figures stand

their produce as regards the increase of
our mercantle marine, the extension of
foreign comumerce, and the development
of our natural resources.”

The Commissioner says *‘lease and
license dues being payable invariably in
advance, they are easily collected and
no arrears accrue.” We do not know
whether the departure from custom is
authorised or not, but it is a fact that
license dues are not collected in advance
in this county and, owing to the failure
of the Department to supply the local
Overseers with licenses, itis probable
that the dues will not be collected at all
in some cases.

With the full right to
do 80 if he could keep out of the way,
he cut obliquely across Ross’s bow three
times, and it happened just once too
often, for the third time there was a
collision, and cries of *‘ foul ” came from
all quarters. Sheriff Harding, without
hesitation, decided that Plaisted had
lost the race from his own foplishness
there and then. The cries, however,
of friends and foes to the oarsmen and
their ignorance of the referee’s decision,
made them continue the contest as soon
as the boats were separated, which occu-
pied about twenty seconds. From here
on, both worked as if victory was yetto
be achieved. Brawny-armed Ross with
thirty-three and thirty-four strokes to
the minute, passed to the frunt fully
three lengths, and stayed there the rest
of the journey. Three miles, it is said,
were rowed by Ross in 21 m. 34 sec.,
and by Plaisted in 21 m. 48 sec. The
race, the time keeper announced, was
done in 27 m. 7§ sec., but this is doubt-
less incorrect, as others made it 28 m.
05 5. The course, it has been ascer-
tained to-day, is short fully one quarter
of a mile or more. However, it is
pretty certain this S8t. John man, besides
his three lengths, had, to use jockey’s
phrase, ‘“a good bit up his sleeve.”

Over-Importing.

The Halifax Herald thus discusses
commercial matters: ‘‘Nova Scotia is com-
pletely overstocked with goods of all kinds
while the power of purchasing of our
people is very limited just at present.
Months ago we ‘pointed out the evils of
over-impgrting, and showed that many
of our farmers had already eaten up next
scason’s crop, our fishermen had run
through the summer’s catch in advance,
the mechanic had, to a great extent,
mortgaged his wages. We believe the
country to be fairly sound, and able to
pay its debts eventually, but our floating
capital is small, while our fixed capital is
large. We look upon a very large pro-
portion of the overstocks of goods now
held in stores unrealisable as ‘fixed capi-
tal." Permanent relief will jonly come
by a diminution of imports, and a return
to the economical habits of our fathers.}”

Tae Coar TRADE. —The Pictou Standard
in a recent issue says:—‘‘ The coal ship-
ments are now fairly begun, and we regret
to remark that appearances lead us to esti-
mate an otherwise than remunerative sea-
son’s work.
