SLEUTH WS FODLED

Campbellton Events.

Detective Alphonse Goguen of New=-
castle, is down in the dumps. Small
wonder! When a man discovers that
he is as far from the goal of his am-
bition .as ever, after being led to be-
live that he is within sight of it, he
is apt to feel depressed.

That's the way it was with Mr.
Goguen. It has long been his dream to
emulate the deeds of the immortal
Sherlock Holmes, With this end in
view he became a member of the staff
of the Webster Detective Agency, In-
dianapolis, Ind., and made Newecastle
his headquarters. He pinned a regula-
tion sleuth’s badge conspiciously on
his.waistcoat and stood ready to un-
ravel the deepest mystery or run down
the. most sought after crook.

He stayed in
the Gloucester shiretown until the ar-
rival of the Maritime express; then he
came north again. Between Bathurst
and® Campbellton he went through the
express several tMnes, but failed to
discover any Dagoes, He said after-
wards that the sleeping car conductor
refused to permit him to search the
berths, and that he had to content
himself with an examination of the
passengers in the first and second
class cars. He got off at Campbellton
feeling rather disappointed but not dis-
couraged. The following day he was
on the job again, bright and early. He
watched every train which passed
Campbellton, but all to no avail.

Meanwhile all sorts of rumors were
in circulation in Campbellton. One was
to the effect that the Bank of Nova
Scotia, St. John, had been broken into,
the. night watchman shot and $37,000
stolen. I. C. R. Detective Noble desir-
ing to get at the bottom of the mat-
ter, hunted up Detective Goguen, and
together they went to the telegraph
office, where it was found out that no
stch telegram as Goguen had received
had arrived. Detective Noble conclud-
ed that the whole thing was a joke.
Goguen now believes that it was, and
he would give a good deal to know who
wad responsible for it. The little joke
cost him $4.50 in cash besides abut
twenty-four hours time.

CAMPBELLTON, N. B, July 4.—
Thomas Maicolm of the International
Railway, has had an cmigration pro-
blem on his hands during the past
week, At an expense of about eignt
thousand dollars,. two hundred and
geventy Englishmen were brought to
work on the new railway. About
thirty took their departure for parts
unknown shortly after their arrival.
There has been a continual exodus
ever since, until now it is said that
over on2 hundred have escaped. The
men complainzd to the chief of police
of the lack of sleeping ‘accommodation.
To -use th: language with which they
voiced their indignation against the
punks which had becn put up: $They
expected us to sleep in mangers with
nothing but boughs to lay on.”” There
was 2lso some trouble over the wages.
Some have Leen arrested and given
thelr choice of either working or go-
ing to jail to await trial. Two men
were taken by the officers to the train
{hi§ morninrg and put aboard, but the
train had hardly left the station be-
fore they jumped off and have not
been heard of since. "According to con-
{ract ‘the rien agreed to work on the
railroad for six months. The men
who left are scatteresd all over the
country. It was quite a serious loss

to Mr. Malcolm. It is generally be-
lieved that some of the men simply |
wished a free passage out and had no?
serious idea of working. |
