Dr. Charles Edward Locke, of Brook-
lyn, N. Y., preacked on the subject: *“If
Christ Should Come to Greater New
York, \What Amuseinents Would He
Approve?”’ The text was from Xcclesi-
astes 1ii:4: “A time to weep and’a time
to laugh.” Dr. Locke said, in the
course of his sermon:

*“A méerry heart doeth geod llke a
medicine,” is = proverb of the Bible. ]
There is a note of joy throughout the
Eible. Good humor has a wide
mission. Recereation is -8s  neces-
sary as creation. A man who
never . rests  will  soomn  cease to
labor. If Christ were to come among
us what would He do with our amuse-
ments?  Are we not coming (o be a
frivolous people? All  aniusements
should be stiznulzating and not enervat-
ing to our physicial natures; they
should furnish us relaxation- for omur
minds without vitdation; and’ should
prove a tonic to our nerve energies.
3ie 'who poisoms his - mind with his
pleasurcs cannot hope to have his mind
purc for his daily tasks. Many pleas-
ures waay are so full of frivolity and
dizsipation that people must’ go home
to rest when their outings, which were
ftended for recuperation, are ended.
The evil things weé sce and hear come
back to us to mmke us evil; as a man
thinketh, so is he. We should not seek
for armusements at the expense of peo-
ple who are as much entitled to rest
and ‘pleasure as ourselves. Much of
the Sabbath deésecration today requires
~almultitude of worthy people to labor
‘geven days-'a’ week. - Neither should
olir amusements-be permitted to tres-
pass upon the ‘established principles of

" rizht and wrong. * Evil is-always insidi-
ous.

It is made attractive ‘and allur-
ing b:r giving prizes, ete.  JFor my part
1 could never see the difference be-
tween playing for a piece of silver
molded: in the shape”of 'money, and
sflver.  "molded into " a cup or
‘thimble. “Perhaps ¥you ' have . never
thought of it, but where
do all 'the gamblers come from? The
parlor game is the college where gam-
blers are made and educated. In the
‘mame of God stop this business in your
homes. Burn up your decks and wash
your hands."

Tf Jesus Christ were to come to
Greater- New: York ~would He not
géverely denounce the modern theatre?
If you would know the morals of a
people, see how they spend’ their even-
ings 'and their hours of recreation, I
do not inveigh, tonight, against the
good men and women who may be|
fdentified with the nation’s amuse-
ments, but I would fail in my duty to
this congregation if I remained silent
while this great evil, sometimes insidi-
ously, more often aggressively, contin-
ues to defile and despoil society.

Henry Ward Beecher once forcefully
and sympathetically. said: “H you
would prevent the taste. go to the
fheatre: -If ‘you would imbibe false
news, go to the theatre. If you would
efface as speedily as possible all quali-
ties of conscience, go to the theatre. If
you would be infected with each parti-
cular vice in the catalogue of deprav-
ity, go to the theatre. Let  parents
who ‘wish to make" their children weary
of 'home and quiet domestic enjoyments
take- them! to. the theatre.” -All per-
sons  familiay with the subject agree
that ‘the theatre "has greatly degener-
atéed since the days of our- dist.lnguish
ed féllow citizen.

The editor of the Portland Oregonla.n,
one of the' a.cknowledged _great jour-
nallsts of this country, 'a man who
dqes niot write from the viewpoint of
a echirchman, sdys in an editorial:—
“The fact is that the commercial spirit
has taken possession “of the’ dra.ma.tist

d : 'fhe only “quesfion
ner one cares to a8k 1s, ‘will it 'draw?
'ro ‘this end"weé have" druﬁkeﬁuess and
adultery. portrayed as ‘excruciating |
jokes.

Within a few years the well:known

dra.matlc critic, John - Glimer Speed,
wrote an article entitled  “A"'Week in
New' “York Theatres.” He went each
night to a difféerent ‘play, and’ describ-
ed them in detail. Referring to one
play he said: “In  this play, as in
most other English plays of recent
. years, .the complications are brought
: about by frank attacks on ehastity.
:and the suspense of the play depends
‘upor doubt as to” whether the seducer
‘will ‘succeed or fail. The disposition
16 ‘deal in sueh material  probably
arises from the fact that we recognize
the artistic achievements of the French
and fancy that because the French are’]
nasty we must be nasty too, or not be
artistic.”

‘After making the point that commer-
cial and mnot dramatic considerations
control .the theatre, he Jsaid:: “The
consequence is that -all considerations:

The Brooklyn HEagle, a few months
ago, in leading fn a crusade against
had theatres, especially in behalf of
the boys dnd girls, said: “The fact
i3 that the melodramas which appeal
especially to boys and young girls
have been degenerating . for several
years.  The melodrama used to be the
stronghold of morality.. Vice was al-
ways pqplshed and virtue rewarded
with an obviousness which did not
conform to the canons of art, but of
which the moral effect was wholesome.
Today, a good many of these  play-
rights revel in realistic and coarse pic-
tures of vice. The moral lesson may
still be there in the end, but the em-
phasis is put upon the allurements of
sin rather thas its punishmernt.” Pro-
| bably the most faithiful characteriza-
tion -of the present day theatres has
been“given to us recently by William
Winter, the most distinguished eritic
of our day. He says:

“Our theatre is still largely in the
clutches of hucksters bent on appeal-
ing to the lower instlncts of the mo
You cannot deluge the human mind
for two or three hours with the slimy
details of depravity, d;sea.se and crime,
and then purify it with a'little squib
of moral precept. The present dramat-
ic season has started with a story of
florid - didacticism about amatory in-
continence: a story of infidelity in
marriage and the consequences thereof.
and two versions of a story of deprav-;
ity, adultery, disease madneqs and:
murder. There are, of course, other
plays, and clean ones; but those
dramas of carnal passion and misery
are the conspicuous features of the
plays for which attention has been es-
pecially claimed, and upon which it
has been specially bestowed., Who 1s
the better of them? The" same old
distressing picture is shown, and the
same old rancid scrape of stale mor-

ality is dangled before the public nose,’

as if any human being having access
to the New Testament stands in the
slightest need of précepts commenda-

tory of cleanly lifel or, as if any per-.

son having access to the newspapers
has any need of additional informe-
tion as to creatures of depravity,
deeds of crime and scenes of horror.”
Continuing Mr. Winter asks: *“Where
should the line-be drawn? The moral-
ist, dramtic or otherwise, as 4 rule as-

_sumes ‘that theré is no crime to atro-

cious, no obscenity too" vile, no nasti-
ness too . putrid for obtrusion on the
public notice, if only the obtrusion is
tagged with a good moral. That doc-
trine, once admitted, opéns the door to
an unlimjted volume of fiith. That kind
of reasoning is exceedingly specious.
It might just as réasonably be main-
tained that d4n open cesspool in“a public
place will exert a ganitary influence by
causing disgust for 4 foul odor; and
thus show the people of the neighbor-
hood the necessity of cleanliness and
‘pure air. The tainted ' theéatre’s ' out-
rage to-the moral spiritual sense is' sub-
tle, but though subtle ‘is notless posi-
tive. The ‘poét Lowell “declinéd-to’ at-
tend the plays of Bernhardt because he
said he would not -allow himself to be
dragged in the gutter.”

Richard Watson @Gilder  in. writing
of “the Degenerate Stage” in. thé Cen-
tury Maga.ulne says:—“Nobody with
any knowledge of the facts will deny
that the American theatre, consideréd
merely as a rational means of enter-
tainment, without reference to its rela-
tions to literature and art, is in a most
forlorn .and debased condition. ~ %ra-
gedy, high comedy, the historical and
romantic drama have been. virtually

banished from the stage or find few |.

worthy interpreters, and haye been re-
placed to a large extent. by worthless
melodramas, the extravagant huffooner-
‘les of so-called £
feverish ‘and pnwho}esome soclety play
