It being
night when the neeident took place, the military ad
thorifies in the eitadel, believing it fo be a revolt of
the insurgents to surprise them by night, immedi
wely fired apon the town; and i wasonly after
soven fimes fiting, that the anthorities were con
viticed of theie error. when they ceased.
