We come wow t0 what seems to us
inseparable barriers in the way of* union
between the Baptists sad F, C, Baptist
bodies.

The Baptists hold that the Lord Jesus
gove %o hu church, two ordinances:
baptism and the memorial Supper. They
hold alsp that the wonding of the
commigsion in Matt. 38: 19-20, and the
ulhnpuﬂbdlhnpnl-,nm -
that practics ie memtioned in the New
Tegjament, ix beyond the possibility of &
doubt the order in which thess ordisances
are (0 be observed, =

We hold thet baptism is unguestionably
the first duty of a believer, and that it
therefore necessarily precedes all church
fellowships and church privileges. Oace
sdmit thst baptism is mof pre-requisite
0 churoh fellowship; and theve is left
aboolutely ne reason why we should
insist on baptiem at all, for if one il
entitled (0 the meet exalied, the most
saored privilege of church. fellewship—
communion at the Lord's Mb—'hhu"
firet submitting to the ordinance of blp-
tism ;| what possidls reason can there be

for hia doing so atall ?

Glive up this position that baptiem
soripturally and logloally precedes com-
munion sl the Lord’s Table, and you
surrender one of the fundamental princi-
ples of the Baptist body.
