Could there not such a mon­
ument be designed and erected in St. 
John on which would be inscribed 
the names and acts of the heroes who 
have done, or who might do deeds of 
whkh we have every reason to feel 
thankful and proud?

I shall be glad to do what I can to 
help forward any memorial that has 
for its object the commemoration of 
all such noble traits, of truest manli­
ness in our city.
