The outstanding Debentures, ou the 31st
December, 1871, amounted to $22,400.

The dredging was done at the Anchor
Line whart, and the sum named paid to
the Dominion Department of Public Works
for the use of its dredge boet. The other
heavy items on the debit side of the account
are, Clark and Stackhouse, contract raising
wharf, $5,787 ; Charles McGuiggan, $1,-
327; Jobn McGourty, filling in whart,
$208; Clark and Stackhouse, interest,
$115 ; the other items being smaller. The
International Steamship Company paid
$2,150 for theirwharf priviteges,and Messrs.
Leonard and Seammell $1,500.

The Harbor Improvement Account sim-
ply shows that there was paid out for in-
terest on Harbor Debentures $984, while
there was paid into this fund for 8 months
rent from buoys from John Kirk $616, and
by the Chamberlain from Assessments
$1,692. The balance to the crédit of the
Fuand 1st Jan. *71 was $547, and 1st Jan.
72 $1,872.

There is nothing noticeable in connection
with the Union and St. Patrick St.: Sewer
Acoount.

The Ferry Steamer Account and Ferry
Improvement Account we .have already
relerred to.

The next in order-is the East Side Rent
Account. The Corporation owns and
leasea, in King's Ward, 16 lots on North
Market Wharf, which bring in a gross an-
nual rent of $720; 5 Water Lots, which
yield $411. In Prince Ward, 17 lots on
Union street, yielding $182 ; 14 on Elliott
Row, rent $170 * 7 on King street, yielding
$71. In Queen’s Ward, 16 on South Mar-
ket Wharf, renting for $862 ; 8 water lots,
yielding $180; 4 on Duke street, renting
for $64; 22 on Leinster street, yielding
$305; 9 on Princess street, yielding $161 ;
16 on Orange street, yielding $198; 2 on
King street, $20. In Duke’s Ward 8
Water Lots, $175; on Queen street, 3 lots,
$45 ; on Duke street, 71ots, $54 ; on Meck
lenberg street, 8 lots, $126. In Sydney
Ward, 11 or 12 Water lots, $134 ; Germain
street Slip $100; 2 lots on St. James
street, $52 ; 1 on Shefficld street, $12.—
In the Parish of Lancaster,there are Blocks
G, H, I, acd Nos. 9, 10, 12, the Limekiln
Lot, 6 lots at Greenhead, several at South
Bay, the School Lot ‘at Fairville, also 17
other lots there, covering a considerable
extent of territory. These lands in Lan-
caster yield an annual rent of $1,224. The
whole rent roll is quite large. The amount
actually realized frem ‘all these landslast
year, including amresrages, amounted to
$5,649.

The rents due from lessees of Wharves,
Slips, Weighing Machines and Anchorage
last year were $7,247. The amount actu-
ally collected from them was $4,833, in ad
dition to $2,454 of arrearages on former
years,—in all $7,240.

The Markets Account shows that $7,899
was received for tolls in the Country Mar-
kot, and Stalls and Shops in the same, and
rent of the Fish Market. This sum in-
cludes $300 received from Mr. Furlong for
the old building, corner of Market and
Charlotte Sts. The highest rent paid to
the Corporation for a shop is by W. C.
Godsoe & Co., $400 a year. The expenses
of the Country Market appear to be heavi-
er than they are generally supposed to be.
$800 was paid to Rev. W. Scovil for rent
of the Country Market Lot ; $360 to the
Clerk of the Market:; interest on bond and
mortgage to G. V. Nowlin for Hay Market,
$192. Repairs, lumber, labor, ete., cost
$1,060 ; gas $409; water $127. The cx-
penditure last year, however, was nearly
$1,900 less than in ’70.

The East Side Fund Account shows on
the debit side how easily $20,000 odd of the
Civic monies is expended. We quote the
Auditor’s summary :—

Weather Notes of the past Winter.

Now that summer is advancing and all
signs of the cold season have gone with the
exception of a small snow beap or shell of
ice in some out-of-the-way nook, one may
deem the present a fitting time to meditate
upon the past and realize what we have
endured during the few months just gone.
Being not in a poetic frame of mind, and
believing that the wanfs of the public would
be much better conserved by giving a few
naked facts, we secured the advice of a
meteorolgist, together with a perusal of his
Register, from which we cull a few of the
winter notes.

It is a curious fact that, notwithstand-
ing all the wise saws and grave assurances
of these sages, called the oldest inhabi-
tants, the figures upon this register should
bear such a close resemblance one to ano-
ther, year by year, or if a deviation should
occur at any time it is compensated by the
following year, and the beautiful constancy
or equilibrium of Nature is preserved in-
tact. For instance, the average tempera-
ture of the three winter months (Decem-
ber, January and February) in the past
$welve years has been 20°.95; that of the
winter of 1861 and 62 was 20 .17 and the
mean of the following year was 22°.59 ;
or for a more striking instance, the winter
of 1867-68 averaged 15° .59, while that of
1869-70 reached 24°.34. In thc matter
of atmospheric pressure, rain-fall or
other regular phenomena, the same rule is
observed, that is, as far as actual observa
tion has ever shewn. Of course, thereare
strange events on record, such as the freez-
ing of the Danube, the holding of a Fair on
the river Thames and a strong wind part-
ing the waters of the Red Sea without
making a scatter among some refugees who
walked across the bare bottom, but these
are casual phenomena, satislactory rea-
sons for which bave not yet been given,
still thereis no cause for doubting that
these very cold spells were followed by sea-
sons of almost unprecedented warmth, and
that the Moses gale which in point of vio-
lence far surpassed the Saxby storm was
followed by a remarkable and awe-inspir-
ing calm, although there are no records
extant to prove these conjectures.
Geologists tell us of other wonders, such
as the occurrence of glacial periods when
not only “‘a’ the hills were covered wi’
spaw’’ but both mountains and valleys all
the world over from pole to pole worea
fleecy covering, rivers were frozen and
lakes became solid, and the arctic animals
met those from the antarctic zone where
tropical birds and beasts were wont to
dwell. Again we hear of the genial sun
regaining the ascendancy and gradually
restoring the former state of things, when
the rugged animals and scraggy plants of
the North were forced to retire to their
pative mountain tops and frozen regions,
and the woods again heard the voice of
spring and gay flowers once more bedecked
the ground. Such changes as these are
said to have required long ages to take
place, ages beyond the comprehension of
man, embracing in each period millions of
years and of course having taken place
long before the *‘ oldest inhabitant’’ was
born.

Even this Geological Record proves our
theory of compensation and shows that
when the whole of Nature is shrouded in
snow, when polar productions thrive

under the equator, a reaction in due

time arrives, a retribution, as it were,
when not only the tropics are restored
to their rightful owners, but even the
land of icebergs and  perpetual snow”
is clothed in a green mantle and the
inhabitants of the south lord it over
the fastnesses now held by the grizzly
bear and his companions. We see this
carried out on a small scale’ every day of
our lives ; we find one year warmer than
another, summer and winter following in
regular rotation, and these seasons subdivi
ded into storrms and calms, warm spells
and cold spells, each following the other
like the waves of the sea or the rise and
fall of the tide. Fashions and manias of
every kind would seem to follow this un
dulating law and prove that we are simply
moving around a circle and will soon be
back to where we were long ago. No
doubt this, like every law, may have
breaches sufficient to admit a coach and
four, but, at the same time, they are not
wide enough to destroy the general appli
cation of the theory.

Knough has been said to convince our
readers that they need look for nothing
remarkable concerning last winter's wea-
ther, for as the Hehrew wiseacre said,
¢ there is nothing new under the sun,”
and we will therefore give a very few facts
and figures relative to temperature and
pressure, precipitation and other phenome-
na.

The highest and lowest temperatures eof
the three winter months (45° and ~10 =29
were recorded in the month of December
and the mean of the whole season was
20 © .52, which is only 0.43 below the aver-
age. The greatest reading of the barom
eter was [30.686 inches and the lowest
28.916 in the months of December and
February respectively, while the mean was
29 761 being 0.149 of an inch less than the
average of twelve years. As usual in the
winter season, the prevailingwinds wereNor-
therly, and when the Summer comes round
they will blow oftenest from the southward
The rain-fall amounted to 6 25 inches ; the
snow 56.91, and the total rain and melted
snow 12.074 inches. As stated before,
these figures only embrace the three winter
months proper, but to give a correct ides
of what fell during the time that any one
other than a meteorologist would call the
winter, we must begin with the month of
October (when two-tenths of an inch of
snow fell) and end with April, embracing »
period of seven months. In this time, the
total snow fall measured 98.71 inches, oi
8 23 feet; the rain 19 02 inches, and the
total rain and melted snow 2).776 inches,
a quantity which, considering the City
alone (cxclusive of Carleton) would have
amounted to. 55,774,616 cubic feet, and
would have weighed about 1,556,211 tons.
and had it been stored without any loss,
could have supplied us with water for ter
months.

Insurance==-Superintendent Miller to
be Removed.

The New York Sun, which is friend’y to
Miller, has the following in reference tc
his case before the New York Assembly :—

THE CASE OF SUPERINTENDENT MILLER
occupied the entire afternoon and evening

sessions of the Assembly. The debate was
opened by Mr. Tobey in advocacy of the
resolution to remove Superintendent Mil
ler. He was followed by Mr. Hart of Or
leans, who made a very effective speeck
against the resolution. Speaker Smitl
delivered a fiery tirade against the Super-
intendent, in which his personal prejudice
was allowed to run away with his judg
ment. Mr. Twombly made an eflective
speech of over an hour, claiming that there
was nothing in the evidence which would
justify the removal of Mr. Miller. Lincoln
of Oneida made one of the best speeches
against the Superintendent, and was fol
lowed by Griffin of Delaware and Alberger
of Erie in opposition to the resolution.
Mr. Husted then oftered an amendment to
send the testimony and the report to the
Governor, he to take such agtion as he
might deem conducive to the best interest
of the State. This was an unexpected
shot, and created a panic in the camp of
Miller's prosecutors. They claimed that
this could not be done, but Husted silenced
them by producing the statute, which
showed that the Governor could, with the
consent of the Senate, remove any officer
whom he appointed. Smythe of Tioga did
not see how gentlemen could fail to vote
for the expulsion of Miller under the testi-
mony. h‘gwas followed by 1 D. Brown
of Cayuga in denunciation of all Republi-
cans who dared to vote against removal,
threatening them with political damnation
for so doing. This brought up Vedder of
Cattaraugus, who did not propose to be
whipped 1nto voting against his judgment
by the crack of the party whip in the
hands of the ablest or weakest member on
the floor. It was the howling of such men
as these, he claimed, that had blasted the
name and fame of the Legislature, until
the famous inscription of Dante, slightly
transmogrified, over the gate of hell, might
be placeﬁ over the door of the Assembly
Chamber, ** Who enters here leaves hope
and character behind.”’

The debate was closed by Mr. Alvord,
who made rather a mild spesch against the
Superintendent. He did not charge that
that the Superintendent had sinned ma-
liciously, but that he had pevertheless
sinned and ought to be removed.

The committce then rose and the vote
was taken on Husted’s amendment and it
was lost, 59 to 54 The vote was then
taken on the resolution to remove, and it
was adopted, 66 to 44.

—It is curious to note the prices paid
for wild animals, Sales of the kind are
rare, and there are so few persons who
have any use for a lion or a tiger that the
amounts paid are seldom remunerative to
the party disposing of this sort of stock.
Woombell’s menagerie, which has been in
existence since 1805, was sold by auction
at Edinburgh on the 9th ult. The per-
forming clephant was purchased for the
Manchester Zoological Gardens for about
$3,000. Pelicans were knocked down at
$35 each, a price which would hardly make
their exportation from Louisiana remuner-
ative. Wolves brought $5.50 each, a price
at which our English cousins can have all
the coyotes on the prairies. A lion was
sold for $450, and a royal Bengal tigress
for $775. A male dromedary brought
$150. The sale realized about $15,000.

and William Griswold, thereby causing a
partial derangement in the mind of John
Wilkinson, when the fatal deed was perpe-
trated.”” A more startling contrast to the
jury that find shoo(ing no murder when
done by & woman, is this deliberate black-
ening of the character of a slaughtered
wile, for no evident purpose except to ex-
cuse the horrible butchery by her husband.

—Intense excitement and indignation
were produced in San Francisco on Thurs-
day last, by the'publication of what pur-
ports to be revelations made to William
Sharon and his associates by J. S. Iub-
bell, guardsmen in the Nevada State
Prison, and formerly underground super-
intendent of the Jellow Jacket Mine.

The Ferry Troubles.

The following is a copy of the resolutions
adopted atan ‘‘ Indignation Meeting’’ of
the people of Carleton, last evening. They
were moved by Mr. R. C. Adams, of
Adams and Burpee, and seconded by Mr.
D. W. Currie :—

Whereas, The ¢ European and North
American Railroad Company for extension
from St. John westward’” have had the
lease of the ferries between the Eastern and
Western side of the harbor of the City of
St. John for a period extending over ten
months, and their manngement has been
worse than that of any other lesses since
we have had stexm communication with
the Eastern side, causing all persons who
have to avail themselves of the aforesaid
ferry endless delay and loss of more or less
money in consequence of such delay ; and

Whereas, We have waited patiently for
the improvement we have a right to ex-
pect, and the management in place of
growing- better has been growing very
much worse, and the controllers of the said
ferries expressing their utter disregard for
the convenience of the inbabitantsol Car-
leton and the public generally, by their ac-
tions in permitting unnecessary delay at
the floats, by discontinuing the trips of tug
boats earlier than their lease expresses, and
by making their patrons, the public, await
the arrival of trains, thus making the
wants of the public a secondary considera-
tion when we should, by our patronage,and
under the conditions of the lease, be the
first considered ; and

Whereas, We have long felt that the
lack of improvement in the value oi prop-
erty in Carleton is due entirely to the poor
accommodations afforded passengers cross
ing the harbor, and not through any lack of
energy or perseverance on the part of its
inhabitants (except in the fact of so long
bearing with the ferry nuisance without
taking any decided action) ; and

Whereas, A petition, largely and influen-
tially signed by the inhabitants of Car-
leton, was presented to the Common Coun
cil on the 9th of Aurust, praying them to
use their influence to procure for them
better and more prompt facilities for trav
elling, and such petition being utterly
disregarded for the space of two months or
till the 11th of October, and then the
remonstrances of the Council having no
effect on the lessees ; Therefore it is

Resolved, That the inhabitants of Carle-
ton have aseembled to express their decided
disapproval of the way in which the Car-
leton ferries have been managed by those
who are in control of them. And further

kesolved, That this meeting now do call
upon their representatives at the Council,
and upon the Ferry Committee, to look
diligently after the running of the ferries,
after such time as in their opinion the ap
proaches are in condition for the proper
running of the boats, and on the departure
by the aforesaid lessees from any of the
conditions of their lease, they shall give the
European and North American Railroad
Company for extension westward notice
that their lease shall be cancelled and con-
sidered null and void. And

Further Resolved, That when the ** W est-
ern Extension’’ is put on the route, the
Ferry Committee be requested to have an
abstract of the Lease posted up in a con-
spicuous place in the boat.

Speeches were made by Messrs. Adams,
Curria, Dr. Peters, E. J. Wetmore, D. W.
Clark, Robert Rossiter, James Clarke,
John Christopher, Coun. O’Brien, J. C
Littlebale, Thomas M. McLachlan, Thos,
Coram, Ald. McCordock, Ald. Drake
(Chairman), Wm. A. Adams (Secretary),
P. J. Cougle, A. Buist, and others. The
speakers (excepting only Mr. Thos. Coram)
complained of the irregularity in running
the boats ; of the want of a proper sabsti
tute when the ** Ouangondy’’ was tempo-
rarily taken off ; of the boat ceasing to run
early in the evening, when the agreement
with the Corporation proviles for its
being kept on until eleven at night; and
of lack of foresight in arranging and
carrying out improvements, leading to
unnecessary detentions. The absence of
Alderman Coram, M. P. P, from the

the Telegraph, which was treated as apolo-
getic of the Company, was condemned.
The meeting appeared to be greatly in ear-
nest ; and its resolutions, representing, as
they do, the views of the whole body of
the people of Carleton and the wishes of
all who are obliged to usec the Ferry, ought

recently ousted Sbaron and his friends
from the management of Savage mine, and
Jones and Sharon are now bitter rivals in
mining speculations, also rival candidates
for the United States Senatorship from Ne-
vada. Public sympathy is all on theside of
Jones. The matter will go into the Criminal
Court immediately.

—There are 149 horses now in training
at Fleetwood Park, including such very
fast animals as American Girl, Judge Ful-
Lorton, Wm. H, Allen, Henry and George
Palmer, but the greatest speed that has
been shown there this season was made by
Mr. Bonner’s colt, Startle, the other morn-
ing. He trotted the last quarter of that
course —which is a very slow quarter,being
up hill part of the way—in 334 seconds.
No horse of any age has ever trotted it in
as fast time as this, and Mr. Lovell, the
owner of Awmerican Girl, offered to bet
#1,000 against $500 that there is not
another horse in the country that ean do it

—The emigration from Ireland to the
United Statzs promises to be greater this
year than for a long time past, and a Cork
paper says that the people leaving gener-
ally appear to be of the family class and in
good circumstances. They are principally
from the counties of Tipperary, Limerick,
and the northern part of county Cork.
One line of steamships has been obliged to
put on extra ships to accommodate the
rush of passengers, and the other lines
have been unable to fully meet the demand
for accommodations in many cases.

A cotemporary calls attention to the ad-
vance, by the ** buck sawyers,’’ to 40 cents
a load for sawing wood. But this is not
the worst feature of the ‘‘labor movement.’’
Formerly a sawyer would split the wood
after rawing it, if requested and all the ne-
cessary implements were provided for
him ; but the aspiring individual is above
such ‘‘ mixing up’’ of callings now. The
other day, a servant asked the sawyer who
had just finished giving a load ** two cuts,”’
if he would also split it. He promptly de-
clared that he would not:—it was’nt his
occupation :—*“ didn’t split his own wood,
and he wasn’t going to split other
people’s!” We presume the ‘‘movement ™’
will reach such a stage that the man who
splits wood will not pile it, rendering it
necessary for another party to be called
upon to perform this duty. As heads of
families, or the male members, in this city
are generally of sound physique it might
be worth their while to consider whether
they too can not inaugurate a ‘* move-
ment,”” and do the sawing, splitting, pil-
ing, etc., for themselves. The sawing on
a cord of wood would thus be from $3 to
$4.
At the Portland Town Council Meeting,
