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I have sought to bring before your minds, the
broad outline of the world situation as I see 1t in this
titanic conflict between world freedom and world slavery.
President Roosevelt has termed it the war of survival.
And such 1n reality, I believe, it to be. I ask you, my
fellow citizens, faced with such a situation, is 1t in
the interests of our country, whose future is lrrevocably
bound up with the future of the United Natlions, that
its governmeny/in any particula;’should be restricted
in the exercise of 1ts powers? I believe it 1s note.
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The government and parliament should be wholly
free to exercise thelr best judgment in dealing with every
situation 1n the light of what is best for Canada, and
for Canada's effort ln the present ware

Today, the enemy 1s so strong that he can only
be held at bay and finally defeated by the common action

of all the united nations. Tor ‘&?"own securlty, Canada

should make 1t perfectly clear to the other unlted nations,
and, above all, to the United States that Canada 1s as

ready to help them as we know they will be ready to help
