And, weak, and cold-hearted, and sinful, and 
doubting, and wavering as we are, will we 
not all thank God for this blessed truth, 
“ that we have not an High Priest who can­
not sympathise with our infirmities, but was 
in all points tempted like as we are, yet with­
out sin ” ?
