E the meeting of the Executive of
7 l| the joint Epworth League and
Sunday-school Board of the Meth-
odist Church, held in Toronto, on
March 31st, the Rev. Dr. Carman
in the chair, the following resolution was unani-
mously adopted :

““Whereas a great moral question is projected
into the field of thought and action, namely:
The prohibition of the liquor traffic in several of
the Provinces of the Dominion ;

“Therefore, resolved that, in harmony with the
olten-repeated and strongly expressed judgment
of our Annual Conferences and of the General
Conference, our Epworth Leagues and Sunday-
schools are urged to co-operate with the meas-
ures devised by the Methodist Church in the
strenuous endeavor to awaken and promote
sound temperance and prohibition sentiment.
They are urged to do this by conducting a vig-
orous pledge-signing campaign, by discussion of
the evils of intemperance and their best remedy,
by giving temperance recitations with temperance
hymns and songs—anything and everything that
will help to crystallize opinion and lead to such
action as will best meet the needs of our country
in this great crisis.”
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
