The principal object of
this school is to afford an opportunity to graduates of
Ameriean colleges to study classical literature, art, and
antiquity in Athens ; also to operate with the haeo-
logical Institute of America in the exploration and
excavation of classical sites. Prof, Harkness, the Di-
rector for the coming year, will personally superintend
the work of the students, but will conduet no regular
courses of instruction apart from meetings for con-
sultation. There are two principal courses—one for
study of Greek architecture and the other for general
cultivation in Greek literature. This school, s the
report of Prof. Van Benscohoten yesterday revealed,
is no longer an experiment, and ‘the Anierican col-
leges may hope to receive valuable results from it.

The college was established under the Secretary of
State for India in Couneil, to educate civil engineers
for the Indian Public Works Department, and js pre-
pared to take in sixty fresh students every year. All
do not enter the Indian Service, there being often no
vacancies, The entrance qualifications are more
simple than our Senior Matriculation in the faculty
of App. Sci. The college course for Civil Engineer-
ing lasts three years. There are three torms, divided
from each other by a four weeks’ vacation at Christmas,
two weeks' at Faster, and eight weeks' in summer,
The annual charge is £180 for each student, The
College fees include all charges for board, lodging,
washing, but not for medical attendance, wine, or
beer.
