NEWFOUNDLAND’S UNDEVELOP 
ED WEALTH.

Upwards of 1,000 Square Mile, of Valuable 
Timber Lands—Important DUwo verte» of 
Coal Field» e

In the latest sffleial report to the Col­
onial Office on the condition of New­
foundland it is computed that there 

more than 2,000 square miles of 
valuable timer lands, principally pine, 
within the Colony.
F.G.S,, of the Geological Department, 
reports that there are 850 square miles 
of pine timber land in the Gander and 
Gambo River country, and 700 square 
miles on the borders of Exploits River 
and Red Indian Lake. To this must be 
added the but partially surveyed tim­
ber limits of Deer Lake, Grand Pond, 
and Humber River country. It is safe, 
he thipks, to assume, therefore, that 
the lumber industry will in the neai 
future show considerable expansion 
The timber supply of Canada, it is ad­
ded, which, but a few years ago, was 
considered as almost inexhaustible, 
has, by reason of forest fires and indis­
criminate cutting, begun to show signs 
of depletion, and Canadian lumber 
firms have already turned their atten­
tion to Newfoundland.
