London, Aug. 28.—The Rouen
correspondent of the Daily Mail
describes the arrival of wounded
there and gives their stories of
fright.

They were, despite
their wounds not miserable, but in-
stead displayed a cheerful stoicism.
Not many of the British have bad
wounds, but many have only been
broken down from long marching
and will be well again in a few
days.

Kept Hard At It.
