A Night Attack Reépulsed With Great Slaughter—.

Some |British Ofticers Captured—Enemy
. Still Hold the Waterworks.

Maseru, Bpsutoland, April 20, —
The Boers continue to’ move fréely
nround Wepener, going in all direc-
tions: from which relief columns are
expected. Desultory cannon fire and
sniping have been going om all day,
with scarcely any reply from Col. Dal-
gety's force. 2

The Caledon river rose considerably

during the night.
Boers uneasy, as they fear separation.
Some reinforcements have arrived for
them, coming apparently from Thaba
N'Chu, or that direction.

Our ' capunlties up to date are be-
lieved to have been, 25 killed and 110
wounded. '

Owing to the heavy rain and clouds
heliographing has been impossible for
the last two days.

The Boers who lately surrendered in
the, Wepener district have been forced
a; , with violence, to fight. Ten of
thel® leaders have heen arrested.

President Steyn has issued orders
to the Boer forces to hold tight to
the grain distriets of Wepener, Lady-
brand and Ficksburg, from which they
draw their food suppliés and also to
prevent the British forces from get-
_ting the rich supplies now in those
~districts.

CAUGHT BY' THE BOERS

Aliwal  North, April 26. — Capt.
Tittle, of Brabant's Horse, Lieut. Hal>
beck ‘and ‘Mr. Milne, a Reuter corre-
spondent, fell into the hands of the
enemy while they were  trying to
reach Wegener a week ago. Every-
thing ‘was taken from the prisoners,
who were sent to Pretoria.

$heir mative servants, who escaped
from the Boer lmager near Wepener,
say that there were four guns disabled
and that the Boers had lost 100 in
killed alone, It is also aseertained
that the Boers made a night atfack
on April 11, but were discovered while

A DILATORY EXPLANATION.

The governmenti’s reasons for pub-
lishing Lord Roberts' Spion Kop dis-
patches was explained last pvening at
Hull by Walter Hume Long, president
of the board of agriculture, wh osaid
that the country was entitled to re-
ceive all the information the governs
ment could give,

“The government is told,” continued
Mr. Long, “that, having published the
despatches, it is bound. to deal imme-
diately with the generals affected, but
in following such a course the govern-
ment might have to "dismiss every
general the moment he made a mis-
take. Had such a poliey been pur-
sued in the gast, many most glorious
deeds would ™t have been performed.

“The government used its discretion
in publishing the despatches. From
the beginning of the campaign her ma-
jesty's ministers have not swerved
from the rule of leaving the conduct of
the operations to the discretion and
judgment of the commander -in-chief.”

Gen. White, if not required in South
Africa, will go as governor of Gibral-
tar toward the end of May.

WAR NOTES

The Boers are beginning Guerilla war-
fare around Elandslaagte. This is believed
to be intended to cover a retreat beyond
the mounta ns,

The insurance of Pte. Jackson, of “D”
Jo., Ovrawa, killed in action at Paardeberg,
has been paid to his father. This is the
first insurance paid any of the relativés of
Canadians killed in South Africa. \

The War Office has geceived a report
stating that Driver Bradley, of the Royal
Canadian Artiliery in South Africa, was ac-
cidently drowne«{y on April 1st. Driver
Bradley belonged té Ottawa city, and was
firsy heported to have been fatally kicked by
a hor'se.

Major-General Schalkburger has

tted Vice-President (in succession to the
ate General Joubert), and General Louis
Botha has been gazevted acting command-
ant, general (succeeding Gemeral Joubert in
command of the Traunsvaal forces. )

At a meeting of the Volksraad of the
Omnge Free State at' Kroonstad, President
Steyn demounced Lord Roberts’ proclama-
tion as ‘‘treachery,” and declmod that as
Gireat Britain's object *‘was their deswruc-
tion, their last hope was to appeal to the
civilized powers to intervene.”

The Times publishes the following relat-
ing to Mafeking from Jammersberg, dated
Thursday; April 19: ~“The,investment of
the Brifish position on the cast and south
has been relaxed..
