1t isunderstood that unofficial
information from Great Britain induces
the belief that the Hoine Office in Lon-
dan will be pleased to learn what sugges-
tiomstheU. S, Government has to make. It
is believed Frelinghuysen, while making
suggestions for negotiations, signified to
the british Government the earnest de-
sire of the President for an amieable ad-
j b of the questions involved,

The history of this Treaty may be
briefly stated as follows :—In 1850 the
Government of the United States
became alarmed at certain -pretentions
which Greap Britain seemed then dis-

posed to set up in Central America.

The British olaimed a right to exercise a
cortain proteoforate in behalf of the
Indians of the Mosquito coast, and it
was feared that they might establish
their power near the track of what was
expected to beeome a route of commerce
from the Atlantic to the Pacific Ocean.

In order at once to prevent the Dritish

from gaining a foothold ab Nicaragua
and placing themselves ina position to
exorcise an exclusive control over a line

of transit there, and to promote the con-

struction of the proposed canal and

secure its neutrality and equal advan-

tages in its use, the Administration of
Prosident Tyler entered upon negotia-
tions whieh resulted in the OClayton-
Bulwer treaty. It was ratified by a vote
42 to 10 in a Senate containing some of
the most distinguished statesmen which
she United States has produced, and it
was supposed to have secured very
important objecis for that country. By
this Treaty the country through which
the canal would pasa was placed under
the joint protectorate of Great Britain
and the United States. Both Govern-
ments agreed to establish no fortifica~
tions in the vicinity, but Mr. Blaine
contends that the naval power of Great
Britain practically gives her control of
the situation, hence the desire to have
the” Treaty abrogated. No less _an
authority than ex-Secretary Evarts eon-
siders that the position of the United
States with respect to the Treaty is not
wholly consistent with the spirit of
international law and precedent. It is
thought that Blaine took up the Monroe
aoﬁflnn in order to gain popularity with
the masses, with a view to his probable
candidature for the Presidency in 1884.
