Hamny’s History of Acadia.
As long as seventeen years ago Mr 

llannay conceived the idea of writing a 
“ consistent narrative ” of the history 
of Acadia “during the periodofitsoccu­
pation by the French and up to the time 
when it was finally surrendered to Eng­
land by the Treaty of Paris.” The 
road to authorship is ofteuest a thorny 
one, and this fact Mr llannay has fully 
felt in getting his book before the pub­
lic. He worked for years, making 
notes from manuscripts, and gathering 
authors having any bearing upon his 
subject: and he had got so tar ahead that 
half his book was printed and thg; 
balance in the printing room when, 
residing at Oak Point, “one pleasant 
morning in July, a little boy came run­
ning across (ho fields with the tidings 
that the city of St John had been burnt 
down the previous day.” The work of 
years had disappeared in smoke, his 
library which he had collected at much 
pains and expense, too, had shared the 
common fate. It was then he felt that 
obstacles only give backbone to energy, 
as a file gives edge to the steel.—In little 
more than a year after the fire, the his­
tory of Acadia, a book of 440 pages, 
issued from the press.

Mrllannay has Keen enlled aspirate,” 
but he evidently anticipated this in his 
preface, andj wrote.the following that 
the critic might be without a sword:

In this volume I have not adopted the plan which 
is usual in historical works of original research of placing 
the names of the authorities in notes on each page. In 
cases where it seemed necessary to do so I have rather 
chosen to name the authority in the text as the more 
simple and convenient method. For the discoveries of 
Champlain and the settlement at Port Royal, the au­
thorities I have mainly relied on are Champlain’s work 
Lescarbot and the first volume of the Jesuit Relations’ 
etc., etc.” ’

Even after this manly and honest 
statement, those green-eyed critics will 
still discover emeralds ! We agree with 
Mr Hannay that notes are objectionable, 
and that if it be necessary generally to 
give the name of the author turnishing 
the event, let it be given in the text. 
But uo man can write a history of the 
past from intuition. Every word iu 
Macaulay, in Gibbon, in Lingard, in 
Hallam, in Hume, is, or ought to be, 
founded on information derived by 
these authors from other authors. It is 
only autobiographies that can be writ­
ten according to the idea of those cheap 
critics, who, not liking a book without 
cause, trump up the charge of piracy. 
Piracy in such a connection could only 
mean the copying verbatim ot whole­
sale passages. Of this Mr Hannav can 
be nowhere found guilty : his ownclear 
trenchant style fully establishing the 
opposite fact.

Mr Hniinay- writes this “ apologia ” 
r his style:
“The first and principal object I have kept in view 

has been to tell the simplejtrnth, and for the sake of this 
I have been willing to sacrifice mere picturesque effect 
and all attempt at fine writing. * * * It
would be ridiculous to clothe the petty struggles of 
Acadian history in grandiloquent language.”

All of which we admit—but is it not 
rather hard on Macaulay and Archer?

We believe some one has been reck­
less enough to call Mr. Hannav’s style 
slip-shod or slovenly. We take the 
very opening of the book as a nasswer 
to such a charge:

“The 4th of March, 1493, was a day of glad tidings 
for Europe and for mankind. Yet it was not the wit 
ness of any great triumph on the field of arms: nor the - 
birthday of any man of (illustrious name; nor the date 
of any royal pageant. But on that day a little bark 
leaky, frail, and shattered by the tempest sought 
shelter in the port of Lisbon * * She brought to
the shores of Europe the richest freight that ever lay on 
the bosom of the deep—the tidings of a new world 

Forages before commerce had languished within the 
the narrow compass of the Mediterranean Sea, and the 
enterprise of man had been restrained by the stormy 
Atlantic, now the highway of nations, but which was 
believed by men of those days to be a limitless Ocean.
It took a succession of the boldest Portuguese naviga­
tors upwards of seventy years to reach that stormy cape 
which marks the Southern limit of the continent of 
Africa, and uo man but Columbus had dreamed of 
passing over that vast waste of water which rolled in 
untamed majesty to the west

The man who complains of that style, 
shows the fault is not with the veiling 
but with himself.

Mv Ilannay’s book does not bring you 
all over the world, scorching you this 
moment in Bombay,and freezing you the 
next at Nova Zembla. His narrative 
is connected, beginning with the earlv 
discoverers, tracing up the career of 
Cartier, ot Champlain—then outlining 
in painting true as nature how the 
people fared under the French rule, 
and the causes which gave rise to the 
wars that distracted the country, and 
the result of these wars. The career of 
men like Charnisay and "La Tour, of 
Bicncourt, of Poutrincourt, of Villebou 
and of a score of others, is traced with 
a masterly ability. Thus terminates 
the chequered aud evil career of Char- 
11 isav—

“ In 1650 he was drowned in the river of Port Royal 
Neitl^x history' nor tradition g&e us any further partic- 
ulars lPhis fate than is contained in these few words. 
Cut it it be true, as âome say, that a man who goes 
down to death through the dark waters ^ees before him 
in an instantaneous mental vision a panorama of his 
whole life, then sorely deep anguish. must have smitten 
the soul of the dying Charnisay—for lie had been hard, 
and cruel, and revengeful. * • * And
above the shadowy forms of those he had wronged and 
murdered, the face of one victim must hav'e impressed 
him with a deeper remorse than alPthe rest, that of the 
heroic, noble and faithful lady La Tour.”

It is seldom wc have read a better pas­
sage than the above; and the two 
words in italics are only as the merest 
paint blisters on some grand building.

We regret to have to bring our re­
view to a close" for want of more space 
in onr little paper. But wc may tell 
our readers we have read Mr. ilaniiay’s 
book, through and through, anti while 
the connected facts rivettcil our atten­
tion, the style charmed us. It is a book 
that should be in every household 
which cares to perpetuate the “legends 
and the stories” of the now departed 
Acadia. We might go iurtlier with 
regard to (lie book, than saying the 
grvcrnmenf should purchase "those on 
hand by Mr. llannay now and hold 
them as prizes for the schools, but Mr. 
Manny can attend to this.

Hero is the closing of his worthy 
book, after referring to the fiery ordeal 
through which Acadia passed :

Yet though all these evil years a new Acadia was 
springing up, which now, in iu vigorous youth, gives 
promise of greater things in the future than ever entered 
into the dreams of the pioneer settlers of this land 
Here the descendent* of the two great races, who fought 
so long for empire in America, toil amicably side by side 
for the advancement of the common country. Here new 
hopes and aspirations have supplanted the dreams of 
conquest, and the triumphs of peace are counted of move 
value than the trophies of war. Yet, while we rejoice in 
the present, we cannot afford disregard for the past ; nor 
should wc omit to pay our tributc-of respect to th-»se who 
have borne the bun lien and lient of th . day, and braved 
the savage fortes of nature long centuries ago."
