THE WAR.
The Germans have now launched 

the second phase of theiç newest 
offensive, their objective again being 
Paris. This latest attack extends 
over a front of 20 miles, the wings 
being at Mont Didier and Noyons. 
The effort of tÿe enemy is apparently 
devoted to the bending back of the 
Allied line on the front toward St 
Just and the railway junction of Com- 
peigne, and if possible getting astride 
the River Oise and from there driving 
toward the French metropolis. Not­
withstanding the heroic fight being 
put up by the French troops, which 
are holding this section, the Germans, 
by the usual superior weight of num­
bers, have been able, temporarily, to 
pierce the French defensive at or 
near Mont Didier. At other points 
however, the poilus are folding 
strongly. But the question of being 
in a position to firmly hold the ene­
my is a most serious one for should 
he succeed on the battle front, which 
has been of his own selection, it 
might badly affect the stability of the 
defence from the River Oise to the 
River Marne and thus compel a fall­
ing back of the Allies on this sector, 
westward, in order to straighten out 
the deep salient northwest of Chat-^ 
Sau Ttierry, which would in that 
case .project towards the East, with 
the sector of Soissons as its apex. It 
has btfen suggested that the Allied 
Commanders were not taken by sur­
prise with the present direction of 
the offensive, and that accordingly 
the necessary dispositions were made 
to meet it. That this is so is proven 
by the nature of the fighting which is 
described as being of a most sanguin­
ary pâture, the main object of the de­
fenders being to confine it, it possi­
ble, to the area at present affected. 
The French are bearing the brunt of 
the advance with the greatest heroism 
and the enemy is paying dearly for 
every foot of ground which he has 
occupied. On the sector held by the 
British in the region of the Marne 
and on the Flanders line, and at 
Cantigny, held by the Americans, 
comparative quiet prevails, and 
the Field Marshal, Command­
ing, reports that nothing of in­
terest has occurred. In the Italian 
theatre, there have been intense ar­
tillery fighting but no important in­
fantry engagements. The British 
forces in Italy, on the Assa River 
line, south, and the Italians east of 
the Brenta, are carrying out success­
ful surprise attacks, and have inflict­
ed considerable losses on the »nemy, 
besidee taking prisoners and machine 
guns. Enemy counter attacks in other

regions particularly the Astico Valley
have been repulsed with heavy losses 
to the attackers. Later reports an­
nounce the good news that on the 
Western frqnt In his recent advance 
the German will be only in a position 
to develop his initial advantages at 
heavy cost, If at all. The French 
military critic Henri Bidon, says ' in 
commenting on the new attack: "Let 
us be wary at the beginning of an im­
portant offensive of forming judg­
ments, but without prejudging the fu­
ture, It is difficult not to be satisfied 
with the first day.” That the enemy 
will strive hard to enlarge the point 
which he has driven into the French 
centre at Ressons-sdr-Matz i s 
apparent, and upon his success 
or failure his further actions

Obituary
ROBERT E. FORBES, MJ>.

There passed away on Saturday last 
at Bonavista, after a protracted ill­
ness, one of that town’s most respect­
ed citizens, in the person of Robert E. 
Forbes, M.D. Dr. Forbes was one of 
the senior members and a most skil­
ful practitioner m the medical frater­
nity. Deceased was of Scotch birth, 
having Montrose for his native city. 
He came to this country when a very 
young man, engaging in the drug 
business with Messrs. T. McMurdo & 
Co. Subsequently he entered McGill 
University, Montreal, passing his fin­
al exams with hcrours, and returned 
to St John's where he engaged in the 
practice of his profession. Eventually 
however ho moved to Bonavista, vhore 
for the past 35 years he ministered to 
the ills of the body amongst a large 
clientele. The late Dr. Forbes was 
a man of robust health and fine phy­
sique and up to about a year ago en­
joyed most perfect health. Early in 
the present year he was obliged to 
seek the services of a specialist, 
whose opinion was that the inevitable 
could not be long delayed, and the 
end came not unexpected. Dr. Forbes 
at all times took a keen interest in 
every phrase of the life, social and 
political conditions of this Dominion.

$3,000 to a Man.

Ordered to Sink Every U. S. Ship 
They Could Find.

j Boston, June 4.—Thfc crew of the 
German submarine which sank the 
schooner Jacob M. Haskell were un­
der orders to sink every American 
ship they could find, but to spare all 
lives possible, according to members 
of the Haskell’s crew. The men ar- 

' rived to-night from an Atlantic port, 
where they were landed to-day by the 
coastwise steamship Grecian, which 
rescued them at sea.

Gustav Nelsen, seaman on the 
Haskell, said the submarine com­
mander spoke perfect English and 
was so polite that he got on “our 
nerves.”

After he had posted his men about 
the schooner they stood there grin­
ning while he asked for the ship’s 
papers, then he ordered the American 
flag hauled down and wrapped It up in 
the papers. When the cook remark­
ed, “you’d better take the food we 
have aboard before you sink the boat,” 
the lieutenant snapped back, "we 
don’t want your food. We have en­
ough of our own. We don’t want your 
lives, either. We want your ships. 
Now get away from here. You have

Measures to Guard 
Against Sub. Menace.

Ottawa, June 5.—The Canadian nar­
val authorities have taken precau­
tions to protect as far as possible 
Canadian Atlantic ports and shipping 
against the new submarine menace. 
As a matter of fact the arrival of Ger­
man submarines of a new type on this 
side of the Atlantic has been anticipa­
ted for some time and port defences 
were strengthened and proper precau­
tionary measures were taken, the de­
tails of which cannot of course be 
given out in the press. In regulations 
rectntly Issued regarding the port of 
Sydney and published in the Canada 
Gazette, the following paragraph, for 
i "*nnce, denotes the precautions tak­
en:— ! !$

Masters of vessels are specially 
warnel that it may become necessary 
in the event of an attack on the port 
being imminent to remove buoys or 
extinguish lights without notice.”

Either by day or by night no ves­
sels are allowed to enter the harbor 
without adhering strictly to all de­
tailed regulations of the naval au­
thorities. Canada has a considerable 
number of armed naval patrol boats 
now constantly out in Atlantic wa­
ters looking for submarines.
