A CROWN OF DIAMONDS.

The Tiara to be Worn by the Wife of 
the Governor of Maryland.

BALTIMORE, Jan. 2—A beautiful tiara or 
crown of diamonds has just been completed 
for Mrs. Frank Brown, who will wear it on 
the occasion of her husband’s inauguration 
as Governor of Maryland. It is one of the 
handsomest pieces of jewelry of the kind 
ever worn or made in Baltimore. The crown 
is composed of a slender band of gold 
about a third of an inch wide and long 
enough to extend nearly around the head. 
The ornamentation of the tiara consists of 
five large stars, attached to the front of the 
gold band, and forming a half circle of dia­
monds about the head. The central star 
measuses two inches and a half from point 
to point, and the remaining stars are 
graded in size, decreasing slightly as they 
extend from the central ornament.

The diamonds are set in platinum, which 
makes an effective background for the gems. 
There are 350 atones in the five stars, 86 in 
the large central one, 76 in each of the ad­
jacent stars, and 56 in each of the smallest 
ornaments. In the center of each star the 
large solitaire is elevated above the sur­
rounding rays in a crown setting encircled 
by smaller stones similarly set. The dia­
monds in the five points of the star and in 
the smaller intervening points are embedded 
in the platinum, where they are so closely 
set as to form an almost unbroken diamond 
surface.

The stars are fastened to the gold band 
with pins running through tiny golden 
tubes, from which they can be slipped, thus 
making the ornaments detachable and suit­
able for use ‘ as breastpins. Concealed in 
the top point of each star is a pendant, 
which gives it another use as an ornament 
for the neck or to bo combined into a 
beautiful necklace of diamond stars.

lin Castle Explosion. The News of the Day, Culled 

and Condensed.London Agitated by Another 
Scandal, The Tories Endeavoring to Make 

Political Capital Out oi the 
Incident.

Disastrous floods are reported in Upper 
Austria. Many bridges have been damaged 
by rising rivers, and hundreds of trees up­
rooted.

A young man named Harry C. Turner 
has confessed to murdering an unknown 
man on New Year’s morning at Harlem 
Bridge, New York. Robbery was the 
motive.

President Carnot, in responding to his 
New Year’s callers, requested the diplomats 
to reassure their Governments that the 
policy of France was that of peace and in­
ternational concord.

A large number of Mexicans working at 
ranchos on the Texas border are quitting 
work to enlist with Garzia's band of Mex­
ican revolutionists. They are armed with 
Winchesters and pistols.

King Humbert expresses his confidence 
that Parliament will pass the commercial 
treaties recently negotiated between Italy 
and Austro-Hungary, Italy and Germany, 
and Italy and several of the other European 
powers.

King Humbert, in giving audience to 
the Presidents of the Italian Senate and 
Chamber of Deputies, said the situation 
in Europe justified the belief that Italy 
would accomplish the pacific labors in 
which she is concerned.

At many Illinois points the first snow of 
the season is falling, while the thermometer 
registered a lower temperature than was 
experienced at any time last winter. The 
snow and sleet are said to be already 
seriously interfering with the operations of 
street railways, telegraph and telephone 
systems, and in some cases with railway 
traffic. ‘

Edward Bedloe, United States Counsel 
at Amoy, says: “The real political dis- 
turbances are in the mountains back of the 
city of Choan Chin, 60 miles northeast of 
Amoy, and at Sioke, 48 miles southeast 
of Amoy. I have received reports from mis­
sionaries, who expected trouble at any 
moment. Trouble is also expected at Foo 
Chow, while there is a large arsenal and 
several forts. If the rebels get possession 
of these forts we have no war vessels in the 
Asiatic squadron that could approach Foo- 
Chow. They would be like demoralized 
pasteboard boxes as against the Chinese 
naval vessels. Now seriously—and you can 
put this in any form you choose, but 1 
wish you would bring out the gravity of 
the situation—Americans are all alarmed 
because of the defenseless condition of their 
wives and children. So much are they 
alarmed that they think of expatriating 
themselves.11

WARUKE MOVEMENTS.2

In Which the Heir Apparent ; Is 
Interested.

DUBLIN, Jan. 2.—The Express (Independ- 
ent-Conservative) commenting upon the ex­
plosion at Dublin Castle admits that it is 
impossible to attribute political motives to 
the affair. Not long ago, the Express, says 
an explosion would have been a good in­
vestment, and would have brought dollars 
from America, but since that time that 
style of political warfare has ceased to pay. 
The persons who were formerly engaged in 
dynamite politics have of recent years 
found their occupation gone.

The National Press, the organ of the 
McCarthyites, says it does not think the 
explosion can be attributed to an accident. 
It was undoubtedly the disgraceful and 
cowardly act of some blackguard, for which 
it would be unjust to hold the Irish people 
responsible. There is no doubt, the paper 
says, that the Tories will try to make 
political capital out of the explosion. They 
would be very willing to sacrifice.a few 
panes of glass from the castle windows for 
the sake of being furnished with an argu­
ment against the granting of home rule to 
Ireland.

LONDON, Jan. 2.—The Globe, which for 
more than 60 years supported the Liberal 
party, but which since 1866 has been a 
staunch Conservative organ, to-day says 
that the explosion at Dublin Castle 
was undoubtedly of malicious origin. 
“Possibly Ford, Sullivan and company 
deem it necessary to stimulate the gener­
osity of the American Irish in behalf of 
the cause. There are men in the United 
States,” the Globo declares, “who would 
not think twice of blowing up Dublin 
Castle, if that appeared to bo the most 
likely means of filling their pockets with 
dollars." The Globe adds that the authori­
ties should take all these facts into con­
sideration, and should not be in a hurry to 
attribute the outrage to a lunatic. There 
are many professional dynamitera in the 
United States, it says, who would jump at 
the chance of a lucrative job.

The St. James’ Gazette, which is an In­
dependent supporter of the Conservative 
party, also has an article this evening on 
the Dublin explosion. It says that al- 
though there is no doubt that O’Donovan 
Rossa will assume the credit of instigating 
the explosion, it seems unlikely that the 
affair was the result of a political plot.

BRUSSELS, Jan. 2.—King Leopold Is suf­
fering from influenza. Many deaths from 
influenza have occurred in Vienna during 
the week, and business is suffering in con­
sequence of the ravages ot the epidemic.

LONDON, Dec. 2.—Influenza is rapidly 
spreading in Belgium and Holland In 
some districts of North Brittany every 
house is infected. Tho epidemic is violent In 
Gothenburg, Sweden.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 2.—There has just 
boon received at the White House to-day 
from France the new chinaware ordered by 
Mrs. Harrison for use at dinners in the 
Executive Mansion. There are 250 pieces 
in the (set, and it is intended that the 
service shall be used for the first time 
at the Cabinet dinner on Jan. 29. Mrs. 
Harrison designed the plates, which are 
the handsomest ever used at the President’s 
table. The patterns on the two larger sizes 
are golden ears of tasseled corn on » back­
ground of imperial Prussian blue, which 
forms the rims of the plates. Encircling 
tho inner edge of the rim and inclosed by a 
gilt band are 44 gold stars, while in the 
center of each plate is the coat of 
arms of the United States. Photo- 
graphs were made of the famous 
war eagle, Uncle Abe, of Wisconsin, 
to furnish tho pattern for the national bird, 
and beneath whose outstretched pinions is 
the motto. "E Pluribus Unum," in raised 
letters of blue. Mrs. Harrison had stamped 
upon the back of each piece of this china in 
gilt letters "Harrison, 1892."
