Rev. J. R. Gundy on "The Temperance 

Question."

former I have consulted official reports and 
1 find that London imports from foreign 
countries about 4,000 gallons of spirits 
annually, valued at $6,352. But the duty 
on this is at the rate of $2 12/ a gallon, 
which raises the cost price of this item to 
$14,352. Multiply this by three to allow 
tor freightage, "dilution," "adulteration," 
profits, etc., and you have a nice little item 
of $43,056, which, added to the sum already 
obtained, shows that London traffics in 
liquor to the tune of $1,635,388 a year.

(b) As to the second point under this 
head namely: London’s friendly relationship 
with sister Canadian cities, there is some 
uncertainty. Official reports on this point 
can help neither “Inquirer" nor me, for 
there are none. But the following can be 
proved. (1) That certain Toronto and 
Hamilton brewers do a large trade in this 
city. The names would be given it neces- 
sary. (2) That certain Toronto brewers 
are willing to sell their manufactures for 
less in London than they charge for the 
same thing in Toronto, manifestly for the 
purpose of competing for the western trade. 
(3) That some of our merchants actually 
sell more of imported malt liquors than 
they do of London brewed malt liquors. 
Now, sir, putting these things together, we 
are brought face to face with the fact that 
London traffics in liquor nt a cost to the 
consumers of nearly $1,750,000 a year.

4. But "Inquirer" says that the "spirits 
entered for consumption in London" are 
"not consumed here," but "resold to every 
point in the north and west where Lon­
don’s trade reaches," and that "beer manu­
factured here’’ is “not consumed here," 
but ‘sold all over to every city, town and 
village in the Dominion." How very 
strange ! The “spirit entered for con- 
sumption in London" sold "north and 
"west"—in fact everywhere except in Lon. 
don ! And the “beer manufactured here," 
everywhere else, and drank everywhere 
else, except Loudon ! Now, we all know, 
of course, that our local brewers enjoy a 
great reputation, and that they do a 
large business—reaching possibly to some 
remote corners of Canada; but to sup­
pose that they enjoy a monopoly of tho 
traffic is most absurd. Why, they have a 
competitor in every city and large town in 
the land! Witness our own section of tho

S, An Explosion of Dynamite at 
Long Island City.

THAWING DYNAMITE THE CAUSE.
LONG ISLAND CITY, N. Y., Dec. 28.— 

The New York and Long Island Tunnel 
Company is building a tunnel between this 
city and New York City depot. A great 
deal of dynamite is used. Last night it 
froze. The men needed some this morning 
and placed three barrels of cartridges just 
back of the tenements, then they built a 
fire to thaw the cartridges. The fire 
burned nearer than was intended, and the 
result was the terrific and disastrous ex­
plosion.

GUILLOTINED BY A PIECE OP GLASS.

LONG ISLAND City, Dec. 28. —Those in 
the vicinity at the time of the explosion say 
that the shock which followed was like an 
earthquake. The three persons killed 
were all in their homes near the scene of 
the explosion. O’Brien, one of the killed, 
had his throat cut from ear to ear and his 
face was badly mutilated by flying glass. 
He was lying on a sofa when the explosion 
took place. A pane of glass was smashed 
directly over him and a large picco acted 
as a guillotine.

All of the killed sustained fractures of 
the skul and were horribly cut by glass. 
The injured were all badly cut by glass 
from the broken windows. Gray’s refriger­
ator factory on Fourtli street, opposite the 
tunnel heading, was almost completely 
wrecked. The cupola of St. Mary’s R. C. 
Church, on Vernon avenue and Fifth street, 
was shattered into pieces by the concussion.

Three of the victims of the explosion 
died at St. John’s Hospital at 12:30 
o'clock. They are John Hopkins, John 
Delaney and Barber Rocco, whose wife was 
also killed. Mrs. Greeney’s death is ex- 
pected every minute. McInteer, who was 
in charge of the dynamite when it ex- 
ploded,u appears was not killed. He was 
found at his home and was placed under 
arrest, charged with criminal negligence. 
Shortly after noon the firemen succeeded 
in gett > g the flames under control in the 
Davern flats.

FIVE KILLED.
The number of killed now foots up to 

five, but it is probable other deaths will 
swell this total before the day is over. 
McInteer says he had placed about 40 one 
pound cartridges in a box four feet square 
through which steam pipes ran for the pur- 
pose of thawing them out. He says he 
cannot account for the explosion.

To the Editor cf tho Free Press:
Anew days ago I made a statement in 

your columns to the effect that London was 
spending $240,000 a year on strong drink. 
An "Inquirer" appears to doubt the ac- 
curacy of my figures, and writes to ask 
“from what authority" I get them, and 
‘whether they are authentic." Now, sir, 
I have no objection to state, and to state 
plainly, on what "authority" 1 make my 
assertion, and while 1 am on the subject I 
will take the liberty of saying a few other 
things pertinent to the same. •

1. My authority for stating that London 
is spending 8240,000 every year on strong 
drink is as follows: According to the recent 
Dominion census returns the people of 
Canada are spending every year on strong 
drink the sum of $37,885,258, or nearly $8 
a head for every man, woman and child in 
the country. Now, putting the population 
of London at 30,060, and presuming that 
London takes its full complement of liquor, 
it follows as a matter of fact that we are 
spending $240,000 a year in this way. 
Anyhow, sir, these figures are either right 
or wrong. If right, surely it becomes 
every citizen to ponder them. Just think 
of it I Nearly a quarter of a million 
dollars a year in strong drink I But if 
wrong, they are either above the mark or 
below it. It above it—that is to say, if 
London is taking less than its full com­
plement of liquor—you have no one to 
thank for it but the temperance people. 
But if below it—that is to say, if London 
takes more than its full complement of 
liquor—you have no one to blame for it 60 
much as those engaged in the traffic.

2. But, sir, I propose now to pay a little 
attention to"Inquirer’s" own figures. He 
doubts mine and substitutes others. I pre-

men of like occupation and said, "Y e know 
that by this craft wo have our wealth, 
moreover ye see that not alone at 
Ephesus, but almost throughout all Asia, 
this Paul hath persuaded and turned away 
much people, saying that they be no gods 
which are made with hands; so that not 
only this our craft is in danger to be set at 
nought, but also that the temple of the 
great golden Diana should be despised, and 
her magnificence should be destroyed, whom 
all Asia and the world worshipeth."

The tumult which followed is character­
istic of eastern lands; the whole city was 
soon in an uproar. A rush was made for 
the theater, where for two hours nothing 
was heard but the shouts of the multitude, 
“Great is Diana of the Ephesians." At 
length the town clerk succeeded in quiet­
ing the people, and having pointed out to 
them the proper mode of redressing their 
grievances if they had any, he dismissed 
the assembly.

1. The liquor traffic is in many respects 
similar to the trade of the craftsmen at 
Ephesus.•

(a) It has its root in the passions and 
appetites of men. Were it not for the de­
praved appetite of the moderate drinker 
and drunkard, the traffic could not exist 
for a day, but it panders to and excites the 
baser passions and appetites of man’s 
nature, and so thrives upon that which it 
excites and develops.

(b) It brings profit and wealth to those 
engaged in it. Wereit not for the loss of 
business Demetrius would have cared little 
for the worship of the Goddess Diana. And 
were it not for the profits of the liquor 
traffic, there would be little attempt to 
defend it. Those who talk and shout for per- 
sonal liberty are only trying to veil their 
chief, motive. Thus their craft is in 
danger. The profits of their business are 
alone to be interfered with; but that is not 
the cry by which they seek to gain the 
popular favor. “British freedom" has 
often been used as a cry to perpetuate a 
traffic that has done mure than anything 
else to make Britons slaves.

(c) The traffic may be said to be sustained 
by two forces, tl e leva of gain and the love 
of drink. If, therefore, we can diminish 
its profits we reduce its strength and make 
it less able to cope with the final onset by 
which we expect to secure its overthrow, 
while by limiting and reducing its sphere 
of operations we lessen its influence on 
those who are now, or are liable to become 
its slaves and votaries.

2. But why should we seek to restrain 
and prohibit this traffic?

(a) Because it is dangerous to the best 
intereste of the community.

country. There is a brewery at Strath- 
roy, another in St. Thomas, another at 
Ingersoll and a fourth at Stratford. Now 
all these live because they are patronized, 
and if patronized London’s brewers have to 
contend with serious competition at their 
very doors!

5. But my friend, the "Inquirer" doubts 
my figures. So do I. The fact is they are 
nor half large enough. In other 
words, it is my candid opinion, reached 
after much careful thought and in- 
quiry on the subject, that London and 
its immediate vicinity is spending 
$500,000 a year on strong drink ! Now, 
I know, of course, that that is a very 
strong statement to make, and it is quite 
likely that some one in this city will be 
quite angry with me for making it. But, 
friend, don’t abuse me. That will do no 
good. The figures are before you. Destroy 
them if you can; and, believe me, no one 
will be better pleased than I, for I take but 
a sorrowful pleasure in the whole business.

6. One other point only. It may be said 
that I claim too much. That $500.000 is 
twice London’s complement according to 
the Dominion census. So it is, but re- 
member 1 say "London and its immediate 
vicinity." And again remember that 
people living In cities drink far more per 
head than people living in country places. 
The reason for this is obvious. First, be­
cause it is more difficult to obtain liquor in 
country places; and secondly, because men 
do not drink frequently because they arc 
thirsty, but because they are asked so to 
do by others.

closing. How does this man's idea of liberty 
square with the great utterance of Paul on 
tho subject: "But take heed lest by any 
means this liberty of yours become a stum­
bling block tothem that are weak.”—I. Cor.,
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sume his own are correct. At any rate 
they should be since he obtained them 
from the "inland revenue reports." Tins 
is what he says: “In looking over the in­
land revenue reports for 1891 I find that 
there were only 57,063 gallons of spirits 
entered for consumption in London last 
year, valued at $74,296. And there were 
1,711.808 gallons of malt liquors manufac- 
tured (beer I suppose), which was worth, 
say, $342,361.*’ Now, in thin statement 
"Inquirer" refers to two different articles; 
to‘spirits," meaning by that of course to 
Canadian-made spirits, and "beer." We 
shall! ck at these items separately.

(a) He says that there were "57,063 
gallons of spirits entered for consumption 
in Loudon last year, valued at $74,296." 
A little farther on he admits that these 
spirits, both as to “bulk" and "value," 
will bo “largely expanded" by "dilution 
and adulteration." Now, sir, J have con­
sulted a very high authority on this point, 
and 1am told that if you would discover 
the actual cost of this item to the con- 
sumer—to our friend the "workingman," 
for example—you must at least multiply 
"Inquirer’s" figures by three. In other 
words, the "spirits" entered for "con- 
sumption in London for 1891" cost the 
consumer no less than $222,8881

(b) "Inquirer" tells us that according to 
the same authority 1,711,808 gallons of 
‘malt liquor" were manufactured here last 
year “which was worth, say $342,361." 
Now, sir, I have worked out this little sum 
and I find it comes to just 20 cents a 
gallon! But no man who visits the saloon 
needs to be told that he pays over the bar 
at the rate of 80 cents a gallon tr the same 
article ! So that if one would discover the 
cost of this second item to the consumer he 
must multiply "Inquirer’s" figures by four, 
which gives, if I mistake not, a total of 
$1,369,444! It will probably be objected 
just here that a large quantity ot these 
‘malt liquors” never come to the bar and 
therefore are not sold at so high a figure as 
80 cents a gallon, and that is, of course, 
true; but it is also true that much of the 
liquor costs wholesale much more than 20 
Cl uts a gallon and is sold accordingly, e. g., 
bottled ale, etc., and so leaving these two 
little facts to rectify themselves I take but 
little notice of either. So far, then, it is 
clear, according to "Inquirer’s" own 
figures, which he tolls us are based upon 
‘inland revenue reports’ London traffics 
in liquor at a cost to the consumer of
