— Tyrus 
Raymond Cobb, star of the Detroit 
Tigers, had an unusual and not espe­
cially enjoyable experience this after­
noon, when he was leaving Shibe 
Park to go to his hotel. The game 
had been called off, because of the 
condition of the grounds, but, as the 
weather was clear, there were several 
hundred fans hanging about the gates 
when the players, who had donned 
uniforms, got through changing to 
street clothes, and making their way 
through the gates.

Cobb came out of the park alone, 
and was chased for several squares 
by a mob of 200 boys and youths, who 
finally forced the Tiger star to take 
refuge in a street car. The Detroiter 
was spied coming out of the playing 
grounds by the youngsters shortly 
before 3 o’clock. One youthful fan 
howled ‘Rough Neck” at the fleet 
baserunner.
