THRICE THWARTED 
IN DEM BEERS

Edward Patey Dragged From 
Assaulting Wife—Razor 

Taken From Him.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
WINGHAM, June 20.—After he had 

viciously assaulted his wife and had 
been stopped from choking her by 
neighbors’ intervention, and after he 
had ' been subsequently relieved of a 
razor, Edward Patey was again thwart­
ed this morning in an attempt to hang 
himself, but not until he had got him- 
aelf strung up and was so far gone 
that it required several minutes of 
resuscitation work to bring him to.

He is now locked up in the Wingham 
jail and will appear before Magistrate 
Morton at 10 o’clock tomorrow mora­
ine to answer for all the above capers.

He was arrested shortly before noon 
by County Constable G. Phippen, who 
answered a hurry-up call to the resi­
dence of W. Ward, in the county.

morning Patey went to Mr. Ward’s 
house and asked his wife if she was
coming home. She said she could not 
leave the patient till she had improved. 
Patey, on a second refusal, attacked his 
wife, threw her to the floor and at­
tempted to choke her.

A neighbor named Everatt had 
dropped in to inquire concerning Mrs. 
Ward, and he and Mr. Ward, after 
a struggle, pulled the Infuriated man 
from his prone wife.

Patey seemed to quiet down, but 
later he was observed to take a razor 
from his pocket, and he was about 
to open It, the two men disarmed 
him. He then ran from the house, 
and jumping into a rig which he had 
borrowed, drove down the road. Mean­
time a call had been sent for Con' 
stable Phippen.

When some distance from Mr. Ward’s 
house, Patey stopped the horse, took 
a bridle rein from the harness and 
suspended himself to a tree or post.

A passerby saw him hanging, and 
gave the alarm. Mr. Everatt and 
Mr. Ward, who had followed the flee­
ing man, came up. and the dangling 
man was cut down. The three men 
by respiratory methods, succeeded tq 
restoring consciousness by the time 
Constable Phippen arrived.

In the wounded list are three offi­
cers.

The official list that came through on 
Saturday included the name of Lieut.- 
Col. H. C. Becher, whose death had 
been previously recorded through pri­
vate messages.

Pte. Arthur Dean, whose name is 
mentioned as one of the wounded in 
the casualty list, enlisted in London, 
and resided with Albert Higgs, 884 
Waterloo street. Pte. Dean was a mem­
ber of G Company, 7th Fusiliers. Dur­
ing his residence in the city Dean was 
an employee of the Ontario Spring Bed 
and -Mattress Company. This is the sec­
ond time that Dean has been wounded 
since the outbreak of the war.

Lance-Corp. Donald Campbell, of 861 
Richmond street, London, is officially 
reported ill in this morning's list. Ills 
parents were notified from Ottawa re­
cently of his condition.

PTE. MERCER OF 
YORK ST. MISSING.

Mrs. Martha Mercer, 10 York street, j 
has been notified officially from Otta- ! 
wa that her son, Pte. John Carson i 
Mercer, wh0 went to England with the ; 
first contingent as a member of the 15th 1 
Highlanders, of Montreal, and who af­
terwards was transferred to the 48th 
Highlanders, of Toronto, before pro­
ceeding to the front, was among the 
missing be’ween April 24 and April 29.

The war already has taken one of 
Mrs. Mercer’s sons, Robert H., who was 
killed while assisting in an attempt to 
get Canadian guns out of a position 
where they were in danger of being 
captured by the Germans. He was a 
married man, and lived at 7 Bathurst 
street.

The news that John was missing, Mrs. 
Mercer said today, came rather in the 
nature of a relief to her. She feels that 
if he had been killed the authorities 
would have known before now, and she 
is hopeful, therefore, that he is alive 
and a prisoner of war. As she had not 
heard from him since April 27; she had 
begun to fear the worst.

BLENHEIM, June 20.—Word has 

been received by friends and relatives 
of the first five Englishmen who went 
to the war from this town that all 
of them have been either killed or 
wounded. They were:

Fred Wilkinson, a reservist, who re­
ceived word at the outbreak of the war 
to report, as he belonged to an Essex 
regiment in England. He has since 
been reported killed in action.

John Coford, another reservist, who 
belonged to a Sussex regiment, was 
called to report at the same time. He 
has since been reported killed.

Albert Fox. another Englishman, en­
listed in the first contingent, has been 
reported wounded.

Alfred Dennington, another of the 
first contingent, and. who, up to a few 
weeks ago had a wife and child here, 
was reported to be in an English hos­
pital. he having been wounded in 
action. His wife and child have gone 
back with the hope of finding him. 
It was he who reported that Wilkin­
son and Coford had been killed.

Joe Ling, the last reported, is an­
other old country lad who went, from 
here. He is reported wounded in the 
thigh.

All of these had come out to make 
their homes here, but wlten the call to 
arms came their love for country took 
them to help the flag.

CHATHAM CAPTAIN 
AND LANCE-CORP. FALL.

Lance-Corp. Murdock also left this 
city with the first contingent.
